“HIGHER RELIGIQOUS INSTRUC.
TION"

THE SCHEME DISCUSSED BY THE PRESDY-
TERY OF OTTAWA.

At thelate Sabbath School Convention,
teld under the auspices of the Preabytery
of Ottawa, Mr. White, of Evskine chuech,
Ottawa, tead a paperon * Higher Religious
Instruction In Sabbath Schools.,” He re-
ferred 10 the Scheme adopted at the last
medting of the General Assembly, and
briefly explained the nature and methods
to be pursued for the purpose of fostering
an interest In the departments of stud
mapped out, and then read a paper whic
was followed by a discussion. The fol-
lowing isa briefoutline of the paper read,
and of the discussion which ensued:

Mr. White stated that tho scheme was
potnew in Preabyterian Churches, that a
similar scheme was in operation In the
Free Church of Scotland, the Presbyterian
Church of England and of New South
Walos, Australis, ‘The special feature of
this new departure was notso much the
new class of studies as the new method
of encouragement to be given to the pro.
sccution of such studies by awarding
medals, prizes and certificates to those
making a certain percentage of matks on
the papers sct for a written examination.
He anticipated

1.—OBJECTIONS TO THE SCHEME

such as the following ; ]

1. The doubtful propriety of giving re.
wards for attaluments in Scriptural know-
ledge, The tendency of such & method
would be to foster a secular spirit and to
took more to the prize to be galned than
to the agency of the Holy Ghost to make
the knowledge of God’s Word an end in
iteelf, But there was no Intention to
ignore the agency of the Holy Ghost,
neither did it necessarily follow that the
end of studying God's Word for its own
:ake should be lost sight of, because in
aursulng & prescribed course a reward
taight be gained for a cortain degree of
attainment in that study., If the objec:
tion held against rewards ax animproper
method of {ostering rrogress among the
youth and children of our Church in con-
nection with our Sabbath schools, it
would hold equally and far more against
such methods in schools and theological
colleges, where the students were brought
to compete one with the other,  Accord-
ing to the Scheme under consideration
every person reaching a certain standard
would gain a reward,

2, Another objection against such a
Schema is the amount of work at present
required of children and young persons
attending the day school. This was an-
licicluted a3 the great objection in cities
and towns where the public school
system is carried out most efficiently,

his objection might be regarded as a
high commendation of the present school
system, and so it wes, barring otie point,
namely, the defective amount of religions
iven in our public schools,
the Bible, the best text-bock in morals,
being virtually set aside, The objection
to this Scheme on the ground of the pre-
ponderating influence and importance of
every day school work to the aidy of
the Bible, should form one of the best

s arguments in favour of the Scheme. It

should be the meaans of stirring parents
up to see that the Bible is made to assume
a place of importance in every child's
mind secopd to no other book. This
scheme looks in the direction of bringing
the Bible out of the comparative obscur-
ity inte which it has fallen, and giving 1t
a place of prominence before the mind of
our youth; and whether the method of re.
warda {s approved or not, we should throw
our energies into the working of a scheme
that has for its object the better know-
le'dgo of and higher esteem for the Word

of God,

[w.. A third objection likely to be urged
will be lack of time to give the young
the help they will require to prepars them
for examinatione, The answer to thia iy,
that thero could beo no better uee of time
than helping those who desire help for
such an object, The Sabbath school
teacher, superintendent or pastor would
find an ample teward in the appreciation
by bis Rupnlo ofthe work done.

4. The unwillingness of the young to
enter upon such & course of study. This
obiection cannot be fairly urged until the
acheme is tried,

. The funds required to earty it out,
An objection from a fisancial point of
view. The answer was, the Church will
do well to spend a small amouant on such
an object.
11,—ENCOURAGEMENTS TO CARRY OUT

SUCH A SCHEME.

1. The careful preparation which such
a scheme would demand of those going up
for examination, The difference between
the work done to reach acertain standard
and that which is done irrespective of any
standard is vetz great. All educators re-
cognlze this and adopt various methods 1o
secure the highest attainments.

2. Such a scheme contemplates the
oversight and direction of the reading and
atudies of our young people. This very
fact wilt be an encouragement for some
to enter upon it. Many a one in early
life thirsting for knowledgeand not know-
ing what course would be the best to pur-
sue, will be made giad by it. And then
again, its valus isnot to be measured by
the numbers that mam up for examina-
tion, but by the num that may bein-
duced to study more earnestly, even for &
time, and so have under the agency of
God's Spitit, a thirst for s fuller acquaint.
ance with divine thini‘ awakened,

3. The nature of the studies tobe pur-
sued should be an encontagement—Dibli-
cal, Doctrinal, Historical. |

The Biblical form the basis for the
doctrinaland doctrinal studies on & Scrip-
tural basis are greatly needed in our day.
Woelive in times when tnete is & tendency
to depart from exact Scriptural definition
of doctrine, The Shorter Catechism as
explained by Professor Salmond, D.D., o1
the Rev. Dr, Whyte, of Ediaburgh, meets
a felt want in our Chuech to-day. And
then, as regards the Historica), no one
need to say how necessary it s that our
childten should have au acquaintance with

the principles for which our forefathers
contended and for which they even shed
thelr blood, No one will study the his-
tory of the Reformation without unders
standing better the nature of the difficul-
ties with which lher had to contend in
secuting for themselves and us clvil and
religlous freedom.

DISCUSSION,

The chalzman, Dr. Thorburn, said that
he had been anxlous to hear this paper
that he might just see what was in this
Scheme. For hisown part he had doubts
about the method of giviag prizes for pro-
ficlency In Bible studles. That was his
great objection to the Scheme; but he
would like to hear what other members of
the Convention had Lo say.

Mr James Gibson, Supetintendent of
St, Andrew's 8. schoof, Ottawa . * [ think
the Schemo is an excellent one, and i
hope it wiil be taken up in all our Sabbath
schools, The departments of study pro-
posed aro all important, Two of them
are what our schools are now occupied
with, but the third, the Historical, on the
subject for this year, the history of the
Reformation, how very Important [t Is. L.
no doubt receives some attentlon in the
day school, but then our {outh should go
much decper into the subject and know
the struggles of our forefathers, and how
they lou’grhl and died in contending forthe
truth. The objection to the method of
encouragement by giving tmedals and
gri:u is very much taken out of the way

y considering that they are not brought
into competition one with another, but
are to receive the reward for a certain
percentage of marks given for answering
the questions In writiog. ‘This is & very
different thing from giving & prize to the
best scholar In the school or the best
scholar in a c¢lass. 1 have never encour-
aged this in my school. Some of the
teachers may do it, but T have never en-
couraged it.” 1 hope the Presbytery will
consider and help forward tho scheme.
There ls no time to lose, The names of
those intending to go up for examination
must be all in the handaof their ministers
b;r the end of December, and inthe hands
of the Presbyiery's convener by the end
of January,

Mr, White stated that he, too, was
averse to Eivinz rizes for competition
between scholare, but was unable to see
any objection where alt misht obtain the
roward on reaching a certain standard.

Mr, Courtney, of Plantagenet: A
difficulty in wotking the scheme will be
the amount of time required to prepare
for examinations. Those at school have
so much to do that 1 do not see where the
time is to come from, And then therels
the present Sabbath school studies,
where the time for preparation isto come
from Is with me a practical difficulty.”

Mr. Whillane, of Nepean and Bell's
Corners .—** [ have listened with great
Interest to the paper read by Mr. White.
The objections referred toin the paper are
just such as might be expected, acd the
anawers to them ate, 10 my mind, quite
satisfactory. 1 regard the Scheme asan
excellent one, and have taken it upin my
Sabbath school, and il those who have
commenced contlnue as they have be-
gun, some of the medala or prizes will
come to my school, I hope that the
Scheme may be adopted generally.”

Mr, Farries, of Knox church: “lIs it
expected that those studying for these ex-
aminations will require help?* The an-
swer ‘*Yes” was given. “Then I do
not know how we are to find tima to give
this helpin addition to all the other wotk
we have to do.”

Mr. Buchard, French missionary :
“ Will not studying for Eri:es be dishon.
ouring to the Holy Ghost? To study
for prizes will be to secularize the Bible.”

Mr. White : “ Then the prize system
of our common schools, universities and

theologlcat colleges Is all wrong., Sucha
methed of encouraging students In all de.
gmmcms of atudy has been long Ia use

oth in America and in the Old Countty.
One of the most ruccessful students of
Foronto Uslversity and Koox College,
and now holding & prominent position in
the Church of Christ In another lend, care
ried off thohizhest prizen in his graduating
yeat at the Upiversity, Thatetudent, so
diligent, consclentious and devoted, has
been highly honoured of God.”

Mr. Campbell, of Russs!l and Met.
calfe: “There Is 2 danger [n studying
the Word of God fram wrong motives.
A man might be destroyed by reading the
Bible as well an by reading Hob Ingersoll,
God's Word may be to a man the savour
of death unto death, We cannot spesk
for what they may do elsewhere, but com.
Eemion among students often leads to

ad resulte—heart-burnings, fealousiea
and such like,”

Dr. Armstrong, of St. Paul's, Ottawa?
1t Is not right to place the Dible along-
side of Bob Ingersoll's writlnga, We are
commanded to give God's Word to the
people, and we should encourage every
:gencr that will make our people better
acquainted with the Word of God, At
the same time we believe there is a dan-

er, as one of the apeakers has sald, of
ishonouriog the Holy Ghost by award.
fog prizes for sacred studizs, The
scheme has this element of objection in
ft; but we cannot tell how It will suc.
ceed till it Is tried. The condition of
this country and the Old Countey {5 very
different.  What might be very success-
ful there will not succeed in thia country.
In Germany no prizes in colleges are
ghven. The Assembly has agteed to try
the Scheme for this year, and it should
have a trial”

The Chairman feared, as he stated at
the first, the questionable tendency of
awarding Erizes for success In such
atudies, although thete might be no com.
petition between individual students.
