NOTES BY THE WAY.

‘ Pease.”'—A great and conunonly made
mistake in this province is the practice of
sowing peasc by hand, broadcast, on the
ploughed furrow and covering ile sced in
with a couple of strokes of the harrow.
This is not the way to sow pease.

The proper way lo sow all pulse, is to
hury the seed from three to four inches
deep, after having thoroughly hroken up
the furrow with the harrow and the grub-
ber. This can De done in two wavs., In
the first, alter the land is  cowpletely
worked over, by working the - implements
along and across the [urrow, drill in the
seed, setting the coulters of the drill so as
1o deposit the seed at the desired depth.
The quantity of seed required depends upon
the size of the pea sown; from 21-4 to
2 1-2 bushels to the ** arpent "’ will gener-
ally suflice. If therce is anvthing certain in
the farming practice of this continent, it
is that too little seed is invariably used.

The second way ol sowing pease. is Lo
prepare the land as belore, sow the seed
broadcast, by hand or machine, and
plough it in with a narrow furrow at the
above mentioned depth. Pease need a
good depth of earth over the sced, and
nine-tenths of the preparation of the land
should be completed before sowing.

In drilled pease, the finishing stroke of
the harrows is all that is required to per-
fect the work. In ploughed-in - pease, we
