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SecTION III
It is understood that on any of the specified routes an airline designated
by either country may serve any point on the reasonably direct line of flight
in the territory of the Government designating such airline.

I have the honour to propose to Your Excellency, if the above mentioned
stipulations are agreeable to your Government, that this Note and your reply
will constitute an Agreement between the Government of Canada and the
Government of Mexico for air services between and beyond their respective
territories. The Agreement will come into force upon the date of your reply:

I avail myself of this opportunity to renew to Your Excellency the
assurances of my highest consideration.
