CANADA: AT THE HEART
OF REGIONAL MARKETS

The huge North American
market is often viewed as one
market comprised of three
regions:

The Eastern Region has the
greatest concentration of
industry based on automo-
biles, steel, computers and
petro-chemicals, and the lar-
gest urban population. It also
plays an important role as a
gateway to Europe. Regional
economic output is $4.4
trillion — larger than the eco-
nomies of France and
Germany combined. The
region has a population of
almost 171 million.

The Central Region has a di-
verse manufacturing economy
based on chemicals, aero-
space, oil, gas, agriculture and
natural resource endowments.
It has a population of over

51 million. Economic output
in this region is close to $1.3
trillion and exceeds that of the
United Kingdom.

The Pacific Region is the
base for a range of industries
from electronics and aero-
space to forest products and
agriculture. It is also a gate-
way to Asia. The Pacific
Region economy is larger than
that of France at over $1.4
trillion and has a population
of nearly 54 million.

Major Canadian cities are lo-
cated at the heart of these
regional markets. More than
three-quarters of Canadians
live within 160 kilometres of
the Canada-U.S. border.

There are more than 110 mil-
lion consumers within a day’s
drive of southern Ontario.
Montreal, Halifax and Monc-
ton are within a day’s drive of
New York, Boston, and Phila-
delphia. Winnipeg is just

17 hours by road from
Chicago and 8 hours from
Minneapolis. On the Pacific
coast, it takes just 48 hours to
ship by truck from Vancouver
to Los Angeles.
