1. This Agreement shall corne into force upon acceptance by al
signatory Government8.

2. Eavh signatory Government shall informn the Secretary General of
Organization at the 'earliest possible date whether signature on its be
constitutes an acceptance of this Agreement.

3. The Secretary General of the Organization is requested to inforrr
signatory Governments of each acceptance of this Agreement and of the dat
which this Agreement cornes into force.

Article 7

1. Subject to the provisions of Paragraph 2 of this Article, the pre
Agreement shall remaini in force until June 30th 1950. The Council of
Organization is requested to convene a Conferenice of the signatory and 0
interested Governments flot later than April lst 1949 for the purpose
considering revision and renewal of this Agreement.

2. In the event that the operation of any of the oceaxn weather stat
provided by this Agreement is abandoned or terminated, otherwise than 1
the consent of ail signatory Governments, and that the Couneil shall not, wi
90 days thereafter, be able to make arrangements for the resumption of i
operation, this Agreement shall terminate at the expiration of such go d
The Secretary General is requested to notify ail signatory Governments of
date of any such terinination of the Agreement.

1. Reference to the Organization herei shall be deeined, after theco
into force of the Convention drawn lip at Chicago on Deceinher 7th 1944, t
referenee to the International Civil Aviation Organization ereated by
Convention.
