Believing that one of the most important steps towards such recons
and recovery on a sound 'basis is the restoration, of international i
accordance with the principles of the 1-lavana Charter for an Inter
Trade Organization, and

Considering, that the application of reciprocal miost-favoured-natio
ment to the trade of the areas of 'Western Germany under, military MC
willcontribute to the foregoing objectives,

The signa tories agree to, t.he following provisions:

ARTICLE I

For such time as any signatory of this Agreement participates
occupation or control -of any ar 'ea in Western Germany, each of the slg
shall accord to the merchandise trade of such area the treatment pi'OV
in the most-favoured-nation provisions ýof the General Agreement onTe
Trade, dated cW 0,ctober 1947, as now on hereafter amended.

ARTICLE II

The undertaking by a signatury provided for in Article I shah l
the merchandise trade of any area r-eferred. to therein only for stich
to such extent as suchi area accords reciprocal most-favoured-natilQf tr
to the merehandise trade of the territory of snuch signatory.

ARTICLE III

The undertaking in Article I îs entered into in the lighit of the ls
the date of this Agreement, of effective or sig-nificant tariff barrierst
into the areas referred to therein. In the event thiat effective or 1
tariff barriers are thereafter imposed in any such -area, such uiidera
bc without prejudice to the application by any signatory of the#P
relating tco the reduction of tariffs on amutually advantagcbus bss
set f orth in the Havana Charter for anInternational Trade Organi7l"

The riglits and obligations establishied by this Agreement are eb
stood as entirely independent of any rilihts or obligations w le he
established by the General Agreement on Tariffs and Trade or b
Charter.
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
