Now Know YE that for divers causes and considerations, and taking into
consideration the ease and convenience of Our Loving Subjects, We have
thought fit by and with the advice of Our Privy Council for Canada, to relieve
you, and each of you, of your attendance at the time aforesaid, hereby
convoking and by these presents enjoining you and each of you, that on
Saturday, the fifteenth day of the month of October, 1955, you meet Us, in
Our Parliament of Canada, at Our City of Ottawa, there to take into considera-
tion the state and welfare of Canada and therein to do as may seem necessary.
HEREIN FAIL Nort.

In TesTIMONY WHEREOF, We have caused these Our Letters to be made Patent,
and the Great Seal of Canada to be hereunto affixed. WriTNESS: Our
Right Trusty and Well-beloved Counsellor, VINCENT MASSEY, Member of
Our Order of Companions of Honour, Governor General and Commander-
in-Chief of Canada.

AT OUR GOVERNMENT HOUSE, in Our City of Ottawa, this Twenty-ninth day of
August in the year of Our Lord One thousand nine hundred and fifty-five
and in the Fourth year of Our Reign.
