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Mr. HANSON (York-Sunbury) : They
should have free delivery.

Mr. WOODSWORTH: The hon. gentle-
man may make light cf this kind of thing
but-

Mr. HANSON (York,-Suinbury): Didn't you
ever carry your grocerica home? I have
lots cf times.

Mr. WOODSWORTH: Some men may
make light of the whole performance-

Mr. MORA'ND: Stick te the argument;
don't broaden your base.

Mr. WOODSWORTH: In some cases, it
is said, old men up te seventy-eight years
of cge are compelled te work for their
relief and numerous cases have come under
notice where mon are compelled te work
in cold wcather without underwear or socks.

Mr. GOTT: They should be drawing old
age p~ensions if thev are ovcî seventy.

Mr. WOODSWORTH: The communication
goes on te say that in some cases men in
advanced stages of tuberculosis are bcing
denied medical treatmcnt and are bcing forccd
te work for tîjeir relief. I quote:

Evers ccc iii rcceipt cf relief is comipelled te
work for the city at thirty-flve cents an heour
uintil tixe amnount of thieir relief is worked out.
The oxsly necessoties thiat are supplied on these
relief orders are groccries and fuel and the
amnount cf cccl that je ailowed for a family-

'The communication continues:
These, ]las beesi co provision miade whatever

for the suppîying cf clothing, shees. medicine,
medical services. bedclothing, et cetera, and
altholigl u e have centinually pressed for these
things te the city cutlserities. w-e have beesi
told byx theni that the meney clleýcated for relief
by the gos ex cîent could net be used for the
purchise cf these things.

May I suggest that to a greater or lesser
degree this is the position in which thousands
of our fellosv citizens find themselves to-day.
Jxîst before 1 left my own city te ceme te
()ttawa Iwas asked toge down te the medi-
c:sl arts building to meet some cf the dcc-
tors cf the city who wished toecmphasize the
necessity of medicai attention beicg given as
a part cf relief. Tîsere is no doubt that the
miedical cien are giving an immense amount
of free service; that is perhaps their duty
cnd re,9ponsibility at this time, but this thing
lias jncrecsed to sucb a volume that it ie
now utterly impossible for them to cape withi
it. Many cf the younger doctors are simply
swaniped wvith this kind cf practice. We have
admitted the necessity cf giving te the people
in distress a certain amount cf food, clothing,
fuel and siselter; it seems to me that it is
nccssary that we should go a littie further
and admit frankly the necessity cf medicai
service.

,Mr. SUTHERLAND: Medicai service xc
givoîs in the province of Ontario.

Mr. HANiSON (York-Sunbury): My city
gives medical service.

Mr. MacMILLAN: It is given in Saskat-
chewan.

Mr. HANSON (York-ýSunbury): It is given
frc in my city.

Mr. DEPUTY SPEAKER: While an hon.
member is stili on bis feet I do not think it
is in order for hon. members te interrupt him.
