DISCUSSIONS WITH U.S. ON RECIPROCAL
PENSION PLANS

Question No. 509—Mr. Knowles:

1. Since May 30, 1966, the date of answers to
similar questions, have there been further dis-
cussions between the government of Canada and
the government of the United States concerning
the possibility of a reciprocal agreement with
respect to the Canada pension plan and correspond-
ing legislation in the United States?

2. If so, what conclusions have been reached?

3. If no conclusions have yet been reached, are
such discussions continuing and will a report on
such discussions be made to the House of Commons
at an early date?

Hon. A. J. MacEachen (Minister of
National Health and Welfare): 1. On July
12, 1966, officials of the Canada Pension
Plan met with the officials of the United
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States social security administration to dis-
cuss the question of reciprocal arrangements.
As the result of these discussions, in No-
vember 1966, the United States government
recognized the right of certain Canadian
citizens to receive, as of the 1st January
1966, benefits under the United States social
security legislation while residing outside
the country. Further meetings between the
same officials were held on the 26th and
27th September 1967 to pursue the question
of reciprocal arrangements between the two
countries.

2. There are no new developments to be
announced at this time.

3. Further discussions are contemplated.

DISCUSSIONS WITH GERMANY ON RECIPROCAL
PENSION PLANS

Question No. 510—Mr. Knowles:

1. Since May 30, 1966, the date of answers to
similar questions, have there been further dis-
cussions between the government of Canada and
the government of Germany concerning the pos-
sibility of a reciprocal agreement with respect to
the Canada pension plan and corresponding legisla-
tion in Germany?

Hon. A. J. MacEachen (Minister of
National Health and Welfare): 1. Social
security officials of the Federal Republic of
Germany met with Canadian officials in
Ottawa during the week October 16-21,
1967.

2. General agreement was reached on a
number of points that would form the basis
of an agreement between the two govern-
ments. These are being referred for consider-
ation by the two governments.

3. Further discussions are contemplated
and a report to the house will be made in
due course.
