"PETROGRAD. Nov. 7.—Eight-thou-
sand five hundred prisoners, in addi-
tlon to officers, were taken by the Rus-
slans, as a result of a surprise attack
oh the enemy near Semikovitze, on
the Stripa River, which produced ex-
tremely desperate fighting and ®nded
in accordance with the Russians’
plans, the war office announced here
last night. The operations were con-
ducted by fierce frontal attacks and
the crossing of the Stripa River. Many
machine-guns were captured. The
Russian troops encountereé¢ much
difficulty in sencing the great number
of Austrian and German captives o0
the rear across the Stripa River and
dake Ischkuve, which the Russiansg

The Russians also took 712 Germans
seven machine guns and two cannon

PARIS, Nov. 7.—German 'advance
Posts before Andrechy, between the
Somme and Oisc Rivers, were captured
by French infantry today, the French
War Oflice announced. Activity of
the enemy in tae sector of Beauri-
vages was checked by a curtain of fire.
North of the Aisne, French batteries
ctoncentrated their fire on the German
Gefence works in the Vingre region,
and on German cantonments in tbhe
Nouvron wood and at Commelancourt
“with particlilar effect,” the Frencn
War Office says.

The formation of the
new cabinet, it is generally assumed,
will delay if not elimminate the crisis
which probably would follow a dis-
solution of the chamber of deputies
by, the king.

It is believed in political circles that
the chamber probably will be proro-
gued in ten days, as 1t then will have
sat for the legal term of three months.

Britain’s Course is Described
as “Ineffective, lllegal and

Indefensible.”

WASHINGTON, Nov. 7.—The United
States in its latest note to Great
Britain, made public here today, cover-
ing exhaustively British interference
with American trade since the begin-
ning of the European war, declares
that the so-called blockade = instituted
by the allies against enemy countries,
on March 11, is "ineffective, illegal and
indefensible.” Notice is serveil that
the American Government “cannot

submit to the curtailment of its neut-
ral rights,” and it cannot “with eom-
placence suffer further subordination of
its rights and interests.”

Ambassador Page, to whom the note
was sent by speclal messenger for de-
livery to the London foreign office, was
instructed by Secretary Lansing *“to
impreas most earnestly” . upon the
Britjsh pument  thagt the United
Statés “m insist that the relations
between it-and his majesty’'s govern-
ment be governed, not by a policy of
expediency, but by those established
rules of international conduct to which
Great Britain in the past has held the
United States to account when the lat-
ter nation was a belligerent engaged
in a struggle for national existence.”

Champions Neutral Rights.

Declaring the TUnited States ‘“un-
hesitatingly assumes” the task of
championing the intergrity of neutral

HE HAS NOT RESIGNED

London Globe, Which Said He
Had, Seized by the
Police.

PARIS, Nov. 7.—~Lord Kitchener,
British secretary of war, before leav~
ing for the near east, conferred with
Premier Briand, Minister of War
Gallieni and Gen. Joffre,

This despatch contains the first hint
of the route taken by which Lord
Kitchener is proceeding to the Orient.
It apparently bears out the report iIn
London that his mission includes an
effort to co-ordinate the work of the
general staffs of the allied armies.

LONDON, Nov. 7. — “Lord Kit-
chener, at the request of his colleagues,
has left England for a short visit to
the eastern theatre of war.”

This announcement, made Saturday
ni»g}_xt, after a cabinet council—an un-
usual meeting for Saturday—and a
long audience which Premier Asquith
had with the King, set at rest the ru-
mors current as to the war secretary's
Present intentions.

Later an-additional ‘official ‘state-
| ment was issued as follows:

“ The statement that Earl Kit-
chener has resigned his post as
secretary -of & dor war has al-
ready been authoFitatively denied.
It is equally untrue to suggest that
Earl Kitchener has tendered his
resignation, or that his visit to the
King had any relation to any such
subject, or that his- visit to the
eastern theatre of war in any way
betokens that such resignation is
contemplated. '

“On the contrary. this visit is
undertaken by him :n discharge of
his duty as secretary of state for
war, which duty he has no inten-
tion of abandoning.’

Almost simultaneously with the an-
ncuncement of I.ord Kitchener's pro-
posed visit to the east, the authori-
ties seized the printing plant of The
London Globe, together with the is-
sues of yesterday and today. This is
the first action of the kind taken by
the authorities since the outbreak of
the war, against a daily paper in the
United Kingdom. Some weekly

_GERMAN. SOCIALIST PROTESTS|

Rise in Foodstuff} Declared Unbearable - in: Proauncia-

Laboring Classes Look on
With Anxious Fears.

BBRLIN, Nov. 7, via London.—The
Vorwaerts, organ of the German So-
clal Democratic party,purchases a large
column pronunciamento from the exe-
cutive committee of the Social Demo-
cratic party, declaring that the gov-
ernment measure thus far for the re-
gulation of the food supplies and
prices are only half measures. It de-
mands the adjusting of prices of food-
stuffs so as to eliminate war profits,
both wholesale and retail.

The pronunciamento. begins as fol-
lows:

“The rise in the prices of foodstuffs
has become unbearable. The prices of
all important provisions and other arti-
cles of daily necessity, such as fuel,
clpthing and footwear, have reached
en exorbitant heght. With anxious
fears the people of the laboring class
and up to the circles of the middle class-
es look forward to approaching winter.
Already bitter want rules in many

- :
families. Must there be s0 much sel-
tish lust for gain and capitalistic greed
of profits rage unrestrainedly in the
unreined free play of forces? Must
millions he in want so that those
shameless producers and dealers who
coolly take advantage of war condi-
tions can enrich themselves a the
nation’s cost f

The pronunciamento answers the
foregoing questions in the negative, It
says that the foodstuffs on hand are
adequate. but they must be rightly
distributed. The prices for swine just
established, it claims, are too high
and beef prices are not regulated.

The committee demands in addition
to the fixing of prices for other food-
stuffs also “a, distribution = of the
foodstuffs on hand in ekual ra-
tions among all the empire’s inhabi-
tants, as is done with bread, in order
to avoid preferential treatment of the
rich who are able to pay.”

MONTENEGRINS TAKE BOOTY
IN REPULSING AUSTRIANS

ROME, via Paris, Nov. 7~The fol-
jowing officlal communication to the
Montenegrin consulate here was re-
ceived today:

“Cettinje, Nov. 7.—~The battle near
Grahovo in ~Herzegovina continued
with great fury all day Nov. 5, until
evening. The enemy made several

attacks in an endeavor to capture
our positions, hut: he not only failed
but was repulsed with heavy losses
by our brave soldiers.

“During the hting on the Herze-
govina front we have taken four
field guns, four machine guns, three
telephones, a searchlight, seventy
horses, 100 rifles, 100,000 cartridges,
and two officers and 40 soldiers.

“The army operating in the Sanjak
has taken four field guns, three ma-
chine guns, 6800 rifles, 700 tools and a
guantity of munitions, and in addi-
tion has captured six officers, three
surgeons and 300 soldiers.

“On the rest of the front the ar-
tillery struggle is developing.”
