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XXIV.— That in forming a committee of the whole

I
house, before leaving the chair, the Speaker

shall appoint a ciiairman to preside, who shall

immediately take the chair without argument or

comment.

XXV.—That every member who shall introduce a

bill, petition, or motion upon any subject which

may be referred to a committee, shall be one of

the committee without being named by the house,

except in cases of controverted elections.

XXVI.—That of the number of members appointed

to compose a Committee, such number thereof

as shall be equal to a majority of the whole num-

ber chosen, shall be a quorum, competent to

proceed to business, (except in election commit-

tees,) where the number, to form such quorum,

shall not be specially fixed by the House.

XXVII.—That in a Committee of the whole house, a

motion that the chairman leave the chair, shall

always be in order and take precedence of every

other motion, and that when the motion is made
on account of any question of order or privilege

arising, the Speaker shall resume the chair with-

out discussion or vote of the committee.

XXVIII.—That in a committee of the whole house,

all motions relating to the matter under consi-
