VERDICT OF JURY
 AGAINST T. COOK

Mrs. Huntley Inquest Results
‘ in Finding of
Murder.

Death caused by a wound inflicted
by a sharp instrument alleged to have
been in the hands ,of one Thomas
‘Cook was the verdict returned by a
coroner’s jyry last evening at the
morgue at an inquest into the death
of Mrs. Charlotte Huntley, 127 Camp-
bell avenue, who died on Jan. 4. Cor-
oner W. G. Russell presided.

Mrs. Sarah White of 129 Campbell
avenue was the first witness called.
At about two o’clock on that tragic
day, Mrs. Huntley, Pte. Thomas Cook
and . Bandmaster Reeves of
Whitby Hospital, but whose home is
#it 1 Lumbervale avenue, were visit-
ing with her husband and herself in
their home. They had about one quart
of whiskey, she said, about half of
Wwhich was consumed. Mrs. Huntley
then invited them all over to her
house as she said she wanted to hear
Bandmaster Reeves play on the piano.

Asked hy Crown Attorney R. H.
Greer what happened in/the Huntley
house, the witness salid:’ :

“There was music and Mrs. Huntley
sat on one side of the room and Cook
on the other., The man made some
remarXk about losing his girl, but I did
not pay much attention to him. He
thon asked Mrs. Huntley, ‘Do you
love me?>’ ‘No,” was her reply. ‘Well,
then,’ y{a said, ‘we will die together,’
to whi€h she replied, “We will.’

“Cook then stood up and looked at
Mrs. Huntley and without saying a
word drew out a razor with which he
cut her throat. . As soon as he drew
the weapon I demanded it from him.
but he paid no attention to me.”

Asked by the crown -if Mrs. Hunt-
ey had ever had correspondence with
Cook while he was overseas, Mrs.
White said that she had sent boxes
and letters.

Edward White, hushand of the ﬁxjst
witness, told of having been upstairs
at the time the deed was committed.
and had heard his wife call out. He
rushed downstairs and found the dead
woman and Cook lying on the parlor
floor, Mrs. Huntley gasping, and the
man muttering to himself.

“l Am Crazy.”

I°. Broderick of 30 Hugo street, had
first noted Cook’s action at the front
of the house while he was on the op-
posite side of the street. The prison-
er, he said, had come out of the door
and fell down, he had picked him up,
and when he did so the man said “I
am crazy.” Cogk then sat on _the
steps, and got up and staggered into
the house, and fell down in the par-
Ior beside Mrs. Huntley. Bandmasteér
Reeves was upstairs with “White when
the murder was done, and had hur-
ried downstairs, and found Mrs.
Huntley eitting on. a chair in the
kitchen, and had put a towel about
her throat. He afterwards went into
the White home.

The evidence of Dr. Kerr of Lans-
downe avenue, who was the first medi-
adal man on the scene. and that of P
C. Hughes of No. 9 police station was
practically the same. Dr., Kerr did
not think Cook was drunk at the time.
The constable had searched the pre-
mises, and in a passageway leading
from a back kitchen to the yard be-
hind the house, he had found a razor.
instrument was submitted as
cvidence, and was identifiedl by him to
be the same as the one he had found.

~ INVIEWS ON LEAGUE

One Party Wants international
Police Force; Other Favors
Individual.

Paris, Jan. 15.—~The supreme council
of the peace congress resumed its ses-
sions at 10.30 o’clock today. Those in
attendance.were Premier Clemenceau and
Foreign Minister Pichon for France;
President Wilson and Secretary Lansing
for the United States; Premier Lloyd
George and Foreign Secretary Balfour
for Great Britain; Foreign Minister Son-
nino for Italy, and Viscount Chinda and
Baron Matsui for Japan. ;

With the resumption today of the
meetings, it is apparent that the move-
ment to create a league of nations is
being carried on by two forces, having
the same object, but differing as to the
means for making objective the decisions
of the proposed world society. One of
these represents the contention that the
decisions of the league must be back-
ed by its combined physical forces, while

findings can be eaforced without the aid
of a common world police force.
To Common Ground,

Diplomatists, watching the movement
of the two ideas as they come into bear-
ing before the conference, seem impress-
ed with’ the view that both are moving
toward a common ground, which, for
example, might provide that the nations
could reserve for each individual case
their decision whether they would utilize
armed force or avail themselves of other
means, There is reason to.believe that
such an arrangement would meet with
the support of some of the European
statesmen, and there is nothing to indi-
cate that it would be resisted by Ameri-
can representatives,

The preliminary sessions will continue
work continuously, with the exception of
having it entirely disposed of by Satur-
day, The efforts seem to be to bend all
energies to the laying of the foundation
of the league, so that the conference may
p{‘oceed to the actual making of the
peace treaty in the early spring, even,
indeed, if it be ouly a preliminary one,
which will dispose of the pressing ques-
tion of demobilization and the return of
the warring countries as nearly as pos-
sible to the economic conditions of peace.

TRANSPORT SCOTIAN
REACHES ST. JOHN

Capt. C. O. Allen, Skipper of
Torpedoed Steamer Strath-
cona, Among Passengers.

St. John, N.B.;, Jan, 15—“If Ger-
many¥ over: the peace table is not
ground down for all time to come that
nation will in a short time bob up
again and you will be reading articles
by German writers on ‘Germany and
the next war,’” said Capt. C. O. Aillen
of Halifax this afternoon, just after
he walked down the gangplank f{rom
the C.P.O.S. liner Scotian, which dock-
ed here about 4 o’clock.

He was skipper of the ill-fated
Canadian steamer Strathcona, which
was torpedoed on April 13, 1917, 1-_17
miles west of the Orkney Islands, in
a gale of wind, with the sea m{mning
very high. Captain Allen, who is wgll
over sixty, has been thru an experi-
ence which covers more than twenty
months in German prison camps.

“Germany is .not starving, and we
iprisoners believe, altho we could not
tell from actual experience, that there
was as much food in the land of the
Boche in 1918 as there was in 1916 or
1917. The cry that Germany is starv-
ing is only a bluff to get better peace
terms.

“Germany deserves no consideration.
She never gave any herself and should
never be shown ahy,” added Captain
Allen.
