This
trade has no doubt been encouraged by the
reduction In thf harbor dues made by the
commissioners during the summer, competi-
tion In the fruit carrying trade being pard-
cultrly keen.

Dredzing Costs Money.

Dredging last year cost the large sum of
$8479.56, less than the total amount
collected for harbor dues, and over
more than in 1896. This Increase was to
some .oxtent caused by the storm of July
25 and 26, which hesuited in a flood in the
River Don, bringing down sand and clay
and filling up the approach to Princess-
street dock te tife depth of nine feet direct-
{y after a uniform depth of 14 feet had been
dredged. This necessitated the return of
the dredge and rean extra cost of $880.81.
The cost of dredging the Princess-strect
dock and approaches is $2105.15, and the
gotal cost of dredging east of Yonge-strect
was $3502.81. At the close of there
was good water all along the eastern front
of the harbor, and the amount of deposit
represented by this sum has all been
brought down the Riven Don _since the
summer of 1896.
