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DIED ON THE GREYHOUND. DROWNED AT THE ISLAND-
!Arthur Goagh Lost Hie Life Whilst 

Bathing Yesterday—Sadf Acci­
dent at the Deer Park Picnic.

Another drowning fatality occurred last’ 
evening. It was at Island Park, and Ar­
thur Gough, the 15-year-old son of Mr. 
Alfred Gough of 1Ô1 Cot tin gha m-street, vat1 
the victim.

The boy, with fonr other* children of 
the family, had accompanied the school pic-1 
nlc of Christ Church, Deer Park, to this I 
resort yesterday, and after tea, with an­
other boy named Henry Befton, bad gone ’’f 
In to bathe.

After a very abort while In the water, 
Gough suddenly sunk, and Befton, his conn- 
panlon, plucklly endeavored to assist him 
when he rose to the surface. The boy’s ef­
forts proved fruitless, however, and Gougls 
sank to the bottom.

Several attempts to recover the bodyf 
were made, and It was nearly half an hong 
before It was taken from the water.

The body was conveyed to the parents' 
home, the sad news of the day having bees 
previously broken to the parents by Rev.
T. W. Paterson, the rector of Chris* 
Church.

The World found the parents prostrate* 
with grief, and, In conversation with the 
father, elicited the fact that the nnfortmS» 
ate lad was exceedingly helpful to the fans, 
lly, who are only to poor circumstance* 
The father had been confined to bed wit# 
sickness for some days, and was scarcely;

There was no singing or laughter on 
board the ateamer Greyhound as she glided 
Into the dock from Oakville last night, al­
though her decks were crowded with bright­
ly dressed’ children. The picnickers were 
the Sunday school children of College-street 
Presbyterian Church, and, as they disem­
barked, they opened their ranks to give 
passage to a bier, bearing one of their num­
ber.

Dora McWilliams, a pretty, fair-faced girl 
of 19, who lived with her parents at 4 
Avondale-plnce, had been suffering with 
bronchitis and heart weakness, and Dr. 
Phillips, the family physician, advised the 
day’s outing nt Oakville. In the party 
were her father and mother and two sisters. 
Dora ate a hearty dinner and tea, and spent 
a most restful day.

Shortly after the boat started homeward, 
at 7.30, she asked her mother for more air 
and begged her to stay with her. The 
words were scarcely out of her mouth be­
fore she fainted, and, but for Mrs. McWil­
liams’ strong arm* would have fallen to 
the ground.

The sick girl was laid on a sofa, and re­
ceived every care from Miss Marian Grant, 
a skilled nurse, who happened to be on 
board. She never regained consciousness, 
and passed away to a few minutes.

Bev. Alex. Gllray, pastor of College-street 
Presbyterian Church, made a brief prayer 
and stood by the bereaved family as it 
remained at the wharf, awaiting the, re­
moval of the body up town.

Mr. McWilliams, the bereaved father, is 
a laborer, with five chlldren-llvlng, and Is 
a highly-respected citizen.

was going down. The sailors acted like 
demons. Many passengers who were strug­
gling in the water and trying to reach 
rafts or boats were struck and k lied by 
members of the crew, who already were In 
places of safety. The . crew thought -if 
nothing but themselves, and positively "re­
fused to take any passengers to, I wis 
punched to the right e 
while trying to crawl on 
also struck on the right arm with an our 
by a sailor who was on the. raft. I saw 
five women, who were evidently exhaust ad, 
dinging to the life line of a boat. The 
French sailors maliciously, ns the women 
were to no one’s way, cut the lines, and 
the women sank, never to rise again.”

Oswalt Klrmer, another second cabin pas­
senger, verified Lleber’» story. He was on 
the same raft. Both men say the boats 
could have been put out, for the steamer 
remained on an even keel for tally twenty 
minutes before she careened. "After the 
collision,” said Klrmer, “La Boudgog.ic 
went on her coarse for about 15 miles be­
fore the engines were stopped. No attempt 
was made to save the women and chlldre l, 
and those who did try to save tbemselv-e 
either were knocked down or thrown awn y 
from the boats. ‘Onr skins first! To hell 
with the passengers!’ was the cry of the 
sailors.

“Just before the ship sank Lleber placed 
off everybody with a large knife, which be his two children to one of the life beats, 
bradlshed fiercely and murderously.”

Only a Scramble for Life.
Olto Sealser of New York, who was go­

ing to Paris, said: “We struck at 5 a.ro., 
and were afloat one hour before the ship 
sank. We were going at full .speed to a 
thick fog. The crew acted the part of 
cowards, and some of the officers seemed 
to have lost their heads. I could see only

“I was on deck at the time. Every­
thing was going along smoothly, although 
It was very foggy, when I saw a ship 
loom up right In front of me. She was then 
actually scraping the starboard side of La 
Bourgogne, and when she was a few yards 
astern I saw her masts falling overboard. 
1 beard people on board shout In English, 
ana knew It was a British vessel. I saw 
some crowds start to lower some boats as 
the ship sank, but they couldn’t unhook the 
blocks. We bad only got three yards away 
when the steamer went down, her main 
truck almost striking our boat. Onr escape 
was mlraculous,for bad the truck struck and 
none .would have escaped.

“The Bourgogne settled Into the water 
at an angle of forty-five degree until we 
could Just see her second smokestack ; then 
the bow came up perpendicular, the steamer 
seemed to stand there for an Instant and 
then disappeared stern first.”

Gustay Grimaux, a French passenger, 
said : ”1 heard the shock In my berth,
and rushed from the deck. The crew did 
not attempt to cut any boats loose except 
those which they needed themselves. I saw 
women shoved away from boats with oars 
and shoved deep Into the water.”
