Crown Prince of Austria Infatuat.
ed With a Woman Who Proved
to Be His Sister.

Vienna, Nov. 1.—A most remarkable reve-
atiorr -has now been -made In connection
with the death of the Crown Prince Ru-
dolph in 1880. It is positively asserted in
court circles that the Crown I'rince not
only comnitted suicide but also killed the
woman with whom he was infatuated,
Raroness Marie Vetsera. -At the time of
his tragic death it was plain that he had
shot away the back of his head with a
cavalry revolver, The woman to whom
he was so madly devoted that he was will-
ing to renounce a crown to become her hus-
band lay dead beside him, her body cover-
ed with wild flowers. It was publicly sup-
posed that she had voluntarily taken pot-
son, and the details, shown by investiga-
tion, were suppressed.

It iIs now asserted that on the night of
the tragedy the Crown Prince had an in-
terview with his, father, the Imperor.
Franz Josef, in which he once more pleaded
ito be divorced from the Crown Irincess
i Stephanie, so that he might marry the Bar-
|oness Vetsera. Driven to desperation by
{his son’s insistence, the Emperor is said
to have confessed to the young mar“that
the Baroness was, in truth, the daughter
of the Austrian ruler. Despair then led the
{ Crown Prince to commit the crime at his
hunting lodge.

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Vancouver Board of Trade Paid va
Compliment to the President
of the C. P. R.

AND  PATRIOTISM  BROKE . LOOSE.

The Guest of the Evening Had
Warm onrd- of Prnl;e for His
Working Staff,

Vancouver, B.C., Nov. 1.—The Board of
Trade banquet, given at the Hotel Van-
ccuver last night, will go down in local
history as the most remarkable and most
successful in the first twelve years of the
history of this thriving Pacific coast city.
It was given primarily in honor of Mr. T.
G. Shaughnessy, on the occasion of his
first official visit to Vancouver as president
of the C.P,R. It served, however, not
only as a banquet to the president but as
a means for the chief business men of the
‘tcwn to express their unswerving devotion
to the Queen, and their belief that despite
the reverse in Natal the British will ulti-
mately bring the Boers to their knees and
give the Uitlanders their rights In the
Transvaal. Every mention of Tommy At-
kins or the attack at Ladysmith provoked
wost enthusiastic cheering. This show of
intense love of the Mother Country six

thousand miles away from home was a
sight that those who were there will never
fcrget.

What Mr. Shaughnessy Said.

Mr. Shaughnessy, in replying to the toast
of his health, spoke in earnest praice of
the C.P.R. staff from Vancouver to Halifax.
