The lacrosse supremacy of this city was 
definitely decided at Roeedale Saturday, 
when Toronto defeated Tecumseh 8 to 3. 
One of the largest crowds that ever wit­
nessed a game here was In attendance, be­
ing nearly 10,000 people. The grand stand 
and bleachers were filled and it was ne­
cessary to rope off a portion of each end 
of the field. . ,

The game created the greatest amount 
of Interest and numerous bets were made 
at even money. Toronto had defeated 
Tecumsehs twice before this ‘season in a 
decisive manner, but there were lots of 
people who had confidence in the Indians 
to win. " '

The Torontos started early and Carter 
secured the first goal In 25 seconds on a 
.pass from behind. Tills score uncovered 
a nice play by Warwick, which worked 
also successfully later ou In the game. 
When the Torontos’ home secure the ball 
the long inside home man gets behind the 
net, a shot is made on goal; should It be 
wide and go behind he Is right'there and 
as the opponents’ defence turn to field the 
ball he passe» to one of his players, who 
Is right In front and thus the first goal of 
the game was scored.

Toronto forced the play and secured two 
more to the Tecumsehs one, before tne 
quarter ended.
