Will Furnish All Evidence.

Lloyd George added: “The allied
commission will furnish all the evi-
dence in its possession, and I hope
the Leipzig court will de its duty.”

“The Germans will‘be glad to attend
A camference to that end,” replied Dr.
Simens.  “I have been a judge myself
for 20 vears, and iet me say that while
thie arm of the state is force, the soul
i# justice. That's why we agree that
in the interest of Germany herselfl
that eriminais shall be punished.

“l am satisfled that the list fur-
nish#d by the allies contains only the
names of the criminals, But there
must be evidence, or the high court
will not convict. Cases of this char-
acter generally are tried by court-
martinl immediately after the event.
In this instance the procedure is
novel. * Much of the evidence must
come from foreign coungies. The
Germans are unable to rely upon their
own organization, and must have help
from the allies.”

The Coal Question, .

The Germans asked for another post-
ponement after the session dealing with
the coal qtrestion this afternoon, in or-
der that they might be able to consult
with their experts so as to be able to
make a final reply to the allied demands
Saturday. M. Millerand recalled the
térms of the treaty with regard to coal,
and set fo how far short of these
terms the an deliveries of coal had
been. Dr, Simons explained that the
shortage in deliveries had been due to
strikes, revolutions and floods.

Dr. 8imons sald Germany was disposed
to.do her utmost to furnish the amount
specified in the treaty from Silesla, thus
Intimating that the coal provisions of
the treaty may be linked with the ques-
tion of the final disposition of Upper
Sllesia,

"It was arranged that a preliminary
meeting should occur at 3.30 o'clock and
a second plenary sesslon at 4.30 o'clock
to examine Into the conl question.”

"The conference met at half past 10
o'clock. M. Delacrotx asked the German
delegation to give {ts reply, which it hady
reserved until this morning, as to the
signing of the prutocol, the text of which
had been handed to all the delegations by
the wsecretariat-generdl,

while sthe delegation had power to ac-

Hon, I, A. Taschereau had taken
over the reins of government this
morning, after having been called
upon by .Sir Charles itzpatrick, the
ljeutenant-governor, to form a new
cabinet, The new premier at once
chose his cabinet, which remains the
same as it was before, with the addi-
tion of Hon. J, L. Perron, legisiative
counclllor, who becomes member with-
out portfolio.

/Fhe new cabinet was sworn this morn-
Ing at 11 o'clock, and afterwards there
wus a short meeting of the ministers,
following which the new prime minister
recelved the press representatives In his
office. Hon, Mr, Taschereau said:

: Taschereau’s Statement,

"Bt Lomer Gouln, as is now well-
known, resigned-yesterday afternoon, and
I was called upon by the lieutenant-gov-
ernor-to form a néw cabinet. 1 need not
say how sorry we all are to gee Sir
Lomer leave the premiership, It is very
unfortunate and a great loss for the
province of Quebec. It has- been,
indeed, a great blow to his col-
leagues in the cabinet and they all feel
very keenly the great loss they sustain
thru his departure.

"I, myself, and | may also speak for
all my colleagues, sincerely hope that
Sir Lomer will not entirely disassociate
himself from provincial politics and that
he will still be ready, as we are sure he
will always be, to render to his beloved
province, the same services; extend a
helping hand when necessity arises, for
the future development and greatness of
the province of Quebec,

“I asked all my former colleagues to
remain In the positions they occupied
when Sir Lomer Gouln was at the head
of affalrs; 1 naturally could niot have
made a better choice than that 'made by
Sir Lomer Gouin himself. The pnly
new member in the provincial cabinet is
Hon. Mr, Perron, 1 felt that since Sir
Lomer had gone, the district of Mont-
real deserved another representative in
the cabinet.

LIMIT THE KILLING

OF ONTARIO’S DUCKS

New Regulations Under the
Migratory Birds Conserva-
tion Act Announced.

Ottawa July 9.-—New regulations
under the migratory birds conservation
act have just been issued by the de-
partment of the interior, andinvolve
important changes.

At present, under Ontario regula-
tione, no person is allowed to kill in
one season in excess of 200 ducks,
Under the new regulations, issued by
the department of the interior daily
bag limits are imposed in various pro-
vinces, including Ontario and Quebec,
ae follows: ca

Ducks 25 n the aggregate of all
kinds; geese, 15; -brant, . 15; ralls,
coots, gallinules 25; black-belNed and
golden plovers and.greater and lesser
yellow legs, 15; Wilson snipe or jack
snipe, 256; woodcock, 10; doves, 25,

New Restrictions.

The following sheoting restrictions
are imposed thruout all Canada: No
person ghall kill or. attempt to kill any
migratory game birds during the open
season except with a gun not larger
than number ten gauge.

No person shall kill or attempt. to
kill any migratory game birds by the
use of any automatlic, swivel or ma-
chine gun or battery or by the use
of .an airplane. power boat, sall boat,
or sunken boat.

No person shall kill, or attempt to
kill, any migratory game bird between
the hours of sunset and sunrise.

Na person shall kill or attempt to
kill, from any motor vehicle or horse-
(}i)xi'awn vehicle, any migratory game

rd. ¥

There is practically no change in
the regulations for scientific permits,
but important new regulations are
passed regarding the propagation of
migratory birds, for the purpose of
keeping tab upon and controlling the
propagation of migratory birds in cap-
tivity, whether to be used for food,
ornamental or zoological purposes, ete.

the country many millions of dollars? If
you will compare the sugar prices in wue
United States and Canada, you will find
that the consumers here have benefited
largely. 1 understand that sugar in the
United States {8 at present selllng at
from 27 to 29 cents a pound, while here
in Canada the prices are 23 to 24 cents.

‘“The object of the board of commerce
was not to fix prices, but to control pro-
fits and prevent hoarding, The old board
rescinded its restrictions on the sale of
sugar, and, I think, clearly demonstrated
that their first action in controlling the
profit on this commodity had saved near-
ly twenty millions of dollars to the con-
sumers of this country eince August,
1919,

“Yes, but at the expense of the re-
tallers,” interjected Mr, J, C. Campbell,

“No," replied the chairman of the
board, ‘“You know as well as I do that
forty per cent. of the turnover in a groc-
ery store le from sugar, and that the
profit mest necessarily be confined to a
small estimate, 'To use a vulgar expres-
slon, 1 do not think there is any Kkick
coming from the grocers with a profit of
two cents per pound, when all you got
before the embargo was lifted was one
cent."”
