TQ DECIDE PENNANTS

Reds Have Last Chance
 Against Dodgers—Yankees
Must Beat White Sox Three
If They Wish to Hold Lead.

Ney York, N.Y.. Sept. 15.—Three of the
six contenders for ‘the pennants in the
National and American Leagues were
idle today because of an open date in
thelr schedulesy The New York Club of
the American League, altho it did not
play, retained the lead in the league race,
but Cleveland gained & few points by
defeating the Athletics. The Chicago
White -Sox did not play, and .thus the
victory of the Indians widened a little
the gap between second and third places.
The Yankees are leading the Indians by
three percentage points, or by one game
as the teams stand in games won and
lost» The Chicago White Sox are seven-
teen points or two and one-half games
behind the Ydnkees.

By winning the final game of the ser-
ies from the Chicago Cubs, the Brooklyn
Club- maintained its lead in the National
League of flve full games over Cincinnati,
‘which won from Philadelphia. The New
York Giants did not pley, and conse-
quently are half a game behind Cincin-
nati, and five and one-half games in rear
of the league leaders. i

Tomorrow the first of the all-import-
ant series involving the National League
pennant will be opened between Brook-
lyn and Cincinnati at Brooklyn. While
the .Dodgers enjoy a comfortable lead
they still have five games to play with
the Giants in addition to the three games
with the Reds tomorrow, Friday and Sat-
urday.

The New York Yankees also will open
a series tomorrow at Chicago, which will
have an important. bearing upon the
American League pennant race. It will
he necessary for the Yankees to win all
three games of the series in order to re-
tain first place unless the Cleveland Club
drops a game while the Yankees and
White Sox are fighting it .out.

Detroit, Sept, 16.—Another gpeed
record for hydroplanes was set up today
by Gar Wood, driving his Miss America
to victory in the one-mile championship
trials for the Lake George Trophy, con-
cluding event of the Gold Cup regatta
here. An official speed of 77.85 mfiles
an fiour was attamed in one of the six
one-mile dashes. In one trial, which had
to be thrown out because only three of
the six watches caught his time, Wood
was clocked at the rate of 78.94 miles
an hour. His average time for the six
dashes was 76.73 miles an hour.

Miss New Orleans, Southern Yacht
Club, with Del Gilfnore driving, was the
only other hydroplane to try for the
Lake George Trophy. Her fastest mile
was made in one minute flat. The
southern Ltoat’'s average for the six
dashes was 58.35 miles an hour.

In the one-mile trials for express cruis-
ers, Miss Nassau, Cleveland Yacht Club,
made the best mark, attaining a speed of
50.46. miles an hour in one dash and an
average of 4891 for six trials.

Sure Cure, Detroit, with Pdul Stras-
burg driving, was second best wifn a
fastest mile at the rate of 48.5 miles an
hour, and an average of 47.17 for six
trials.

An added event today was the one-
mile trials for displacement boats with
stock marine motors, for a trophy of-
fered by Morris Rosenfeld, New York.
Rainbow, Royal Hamilton Yacht Club,
won with an average of 39.48 miles an
hour. She covered one mile at the rate
of 40.75 miles an hour. Comanche, De-
troit, driven by Edsel Ford, scored an
average of 37.64 in this event. Her fast-
est mile was at the rate of 41 miles an
hour flat.
