MR. CHRIS PATTERSON FRENCH LANGUAGE TRAINING

Question No. 182-Mr. Cossitt:
1. Is Mr. Chris Patterson, Senior Operations Officer for the Unemployment

Insurance Commission at Belleville, Ontario, presently taking a course in the
French language at the government operated Asticou Language SchooI in Hull,
Ouebec and, if so (a) on what date did bis course commence and on what date is
it estimated that it wiIl conclude (b) what funds have been expended to date on
behaif of Mr. Patterson including accommodation, meals, etc. (c) what is the
total estimated cost of his entire course upon completion?

2. Has the goverfiment at any time used Loyalist College in Belleville,
Ontario, for employees of UIC in Belleville to study the French language and, if
so, for what reason did Mr. Patterson flot take bis course in the city of his
employment?

3. Does Mr. Patterson's French course at Hul., Quebec, create more coat tu
the taxpayer than if he took it in Belleville, Ontario?

4. What is the cost of a French course for UIC employees at the Loyalist
College in Belleville, Ontario, based on any chargea paid by the government for
such courses in the past?

Mr. Ralph E. Goodale (Parlianientary Secretary to Presi-
dent of the Privy Council): 1 arn informed by the Unemploy-
ment Insurance and the Public Service Commissions as fol-
lows: 1. Yes. (a) Commenced August 9, 1976, with a possible
duration of 52 weeks. (b) As of September 30, 1976: $ 1,632.62
(c) $8,800 provided that the course is of 52 weeks' duration.

2. Yes, Courses were not available at Mr. Patterson's level
of Iearning ability as established by P.S.C. diagnostic tests.

3. No. To take the course in Belleville would require the
establishment of a special class with private tutors.

4. The staff development branch of the Public Service
Commission has a contract with Loyalist College in Belleville
for the teaching of French. The contract is for one year, fromn
JuIy 1, 1976 to June 30, 1977. It calis for the payment of $35
per group-hour, with five to eight students per group. The cost
is met by the branch from its appropriations budget, and is not
charged back to the participating departments. The size and
composition of any group may vary from time to time, depend-
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
