THE REVOLUTION IN CHINA.
[From the London Times ]
The Chinese Revolution is in all respects the
In

rope | America puttogether, It
unites the chief features ot all the great changes

on the great rivers before long, with Chinese en-
gineers and with Chinese engines.

The amount of internal travelling in China 1s
such that we are assured by those who have man-
aged to penetrate into the interior that there are
continuous streams of travellers on horse, on foot,
and on litters, from Canton to the great wall, some
1,500 miies ; in many parts so crowded as to im-
pede one another, and even in the mountain pass-
es 50 mumerous as to leave no traveller out of
sight of others before and behind. Among these
are long lines of merchandise. What a case for
of railway traffic ! Our children may see China
as much a network of railway as England itself.
This is not-mere speculation on the possible
consequences of change, for it is evident that the
successful msargents are as disposed to invoke the
aid of progress and civilization, as defensive aux-
iliaries against the tyrannical bigotry of the
Mantchoos, as the latter were always disposed to
rely on the fixedness of their institutions, It is
felt that the most effectual way to seal the exclu-
sion of the Tartars, and prevent them ever getting
head again in China, is to revolutionise the coun-
try as much as p ssible, and as'far as is consistent
with a strict moral code. That our new relations
with China will be without trouble we do not im-
agine, for the religion of the conquerors is one
which we cannot claim as identical with ourown ;
but, at all events, a very injurious and unnatural
state of things is removed ; the Chinese populati-
on is no longer imprisoned within its walls and
shores, and we shall now no longer be stopped at
the threshold of the empire.

All that is earthly must fade. This is an an-
nual lesson, taught by the falting leaf, the wither-
ing frost, the silence which pervades the air, and
the wreck and decay of vegetation as each recur-
ring Autumn assumes her reign.

Apples bend from the bough, nuts wait on
the trees for the loosening fingers of the frost,
wains go creaking home laden with homely roots,
the granaries are already filled, and soon, housed
and garnered, the product of the year will await
the grateful use of man and animal.

‘T’hose who dared to grow too fat or
too soft for military exercise and the service of Spar-
ta, were soundly whipped. . In one particular in-
stance, that of Nauclis, the sonof Polybus, the of-
fender was brought before theEphori,and a meeting
of the whole veople of Sparta, at which his unlaw-
ful fatness was pubhicly exposed,and he was threat-
ened with perpetnal banishment if he did not bring
his body within the regular Spartan compass, and
give up his culpable mode of living, which was
declared to be more worthy of an Ionian than of a
son of Lacedemon.”

Discoveries at Powpen.—The Corriere Mer-
cantile, of Genoa, quotes a letter of the 15th, men-
tioning the discovery at Pompeii of three human
skeletons, evidently forming one family, together
with that of a doz. The postures in which they
were found, lead to the presumption that they were
engaged in flight at the time of the eruption, but
were overtaken by the lava, the dog refusing to
leave his master, . They had bags of gold and sil-
ver coin with them ; one of the skeletons display-
ing rings and ornaments, was that of a young girl,
probably the daughter of the fugitives.
