Washington, Dec. 24—A.new phase of
the cost of living piroblem has been
brought to. the attention of the depart-
ment of agriculture. 'T. P. Gill, secre-
tary of the Irish boawd of agriculture,
told Secretary Houstom that speculators
in the large cities of tihe United States
were actively buying . up this years
short American potato crop and plan-
ning to hold out for higher prices, cotnt-
ing upon the existing guarantine against
potatoes from many fpreign' countries
to aid them in their mndertaking.

Mr. Gill is in Washington to urge the
removal of the embargo on potatoes
from, his country and hijs been getting
private advices from vasious sources on
the potato situation in ' America. He
insists that the powdery jscab found on
potatoes imported from | Ireland is no
cause for a quarantine, Because a sim-
ilar  blémish already is opmmon in the
United States and declarejs that contin-
uance of the embargo will contribute to
the growing cost of living.
