Good weather favored today's pag-
eant, which followed the proceedure of
former occasions. Big crowds were
about from an early hour watching the
assembling-of the troops, which lined
the brief route from Buckingham Pal-
ace to the House of Lords.

The usual interest was shown in the |
time-honored search of the vaults be-
neath the house of parliament by the
yeomen of the guard with their lan-
terns and halberts. Between this cere-
mony and the appearance of the royal
procession a constant stream of car-
riages containing peers and peeresses
in their robes of state and officials in
brilliant uniforms enlivened the some-
what tedious wait.

The royal processions were the same
as last year. That of the Prince and
Princess of Wales from Marlborough
House, consisting of three carriages
with an escort of household cavalry,
preceded by a few minutes the car-
riage of King Edward and Queen Alex-
endre from Buckingham Palace. Five
state carriages, each with six horses,
Learing state officials, preceded the
royal ‘coach with the sovereigns, drawn
by the eight cream colored Hungarian
horses, which have figured in all the
state processions of recent years. The
Household Cavalry acted as a body-
guard, while in pursuance of their priv-
ilege.a detachment of yeomen of the
guard marched alongside the state
coach,

The scene in the neighborhood of
Buckingham ‘Palace was particularly
animated. Large crowds selected this
point whence to view the pageant and
when the sovereigns issued from : the
gates of the palace they were greeted
with a great burst of enthusiasm which
quickly spread the whole length of the
fine new processional road leading from
the site of the Victoria Memorial to
the Horse Guards’ Parade, and accom-
panied the monarch and his consort
throughout the route.

At the royal entrance, beneath the
Victoria tower of the House of Lords,
ihe King was received by the high of-
Acers of state and passed in procession
to the robing room. Thence, accom-
panied by the Queen, His Majesty re-
paired to the House of Lords, preceded
by the crown and other regalia, car-
ried by their hereditary bearers, and
by the heralds announcing the ap-
proach of the sovereigns.

GOVERNMENT MAY HOLD ON.

The first day’s proceedings in parlia-
mer.t left rather a decided impression
in the labbies that the government
will manage to hold out till the end
of the session. The government’'s leg-
islative programme, which is devoted
in the main to social reforms, will be
fairly popular, whilst the avoidance
of difficult questions like! that of the
redistribution of seats and Premier
Balfour’s firmness in thrusting aside
the fiscal problem, all will tend in the
same direction.

On the other hand, the liberals ap-
pear to be as distant as ever from any
approach to unanimity on the vexed
questign of leadership. Sir Henry
Campbell-Bannerman, Xarl Spencer,
Herbert Henry Asquith and Sir Henry
Hartley Fowler all are spoken of as
possible leaders of the next liberal
ministry, to say nothing of Lord Rose-
bery’s even superior claim to that
position, should he be inclined to. ex-
ert his undoubted influence. Every-
thing will depend upon Mr. Balfour's
success in holding his followers to-
gether and overcoming the apathy
born of the knowledge that the whole
country is looking for and expecting a
general election.,

wWwAR IN THE EAST.

BEarl Spencer, the liberal leader, re-
ferred to the war in the Far East. He ‘
said it was the most earnest desire of |
the people of Great Britain to see the |
end of the conflict and he trusted his
majesty’s government would not lcse a |
fair and prcper opporiunity to bring |
the conflict to a peaceful solution.

Foreign Secy. Lansdowne expressed |
his sorrow and concern at the: continu- |
enze of the war in the Far East, and
added that should an opportunity for |
dringing it to a close present itself, the
government would avail itself thereof
swith alacrity, but an attempt at in-
#ervention now would mean retarding
the very object desired.

Great Britain had endeavored, not
unsuccessfully, to maintain the strict-
est neutrality. :

In regard to the most difficult and
embarrassing question of contraband,

tinued, had upheld the wise and time-
honored policy of securing the narrow-
est possible restrictions of the defini-
tion of contraband articles. It was
satisfactory to have been able to ar-
rive at a reasonable ‘“‘modus vivendi.”

NORTH' SEA INCIDENT.

Referring to the North Sea incident,
Lord Lansdowne said that once and
only once were they near being drawn
into the vortex of war. He need hard-
jy say that arose in the North Sea in-
cident, to whicnh he only referred be-
cause he desired to acknowledge the
kindly remarks of Earl Spencer, who
had congratulated the government on
its conduct of the negotiations follow-
ing the Dogger Bank affair,

Lord Lansdowne, speaking on the
subject of Macedonia, said there was
a consensus of opinion among the
powers in favor of drastic reforms, and
a scheme would be proposed, which he
hoped would meet with sympathetic
criticism.

The troubles in Macedonia were not
merely a case of Turkish mismanage-
ment, which might be endéd by a
stroke of the pen, but the conditions
in Macedonia were not equalled any-
where in the civilized world at . this
moment. Russia and Austria, upon
whom the powers conferred a mandate
to deal with the Macedonian problem,
have put forward a new scheme of re-
form, which is under discussion, but|
the foreign secretary was unable to
present it in detail to the house this
evening. The British government was
satisfied that it marks a considerable
step in advance.

Lord Lansdowne also referred to the
Anglo-French agreement. He saidit
had been of no little value in settling
many difficulties. In regard to South
Africa the foreign ministér said that
the government was prepared to give
the Transvaal first, and the other col-
onies later -not self-government, but:
representative institutions.

THIBET EXPEDITION,

Touching upon the Thibet expedition,
Lord Lansdowne said that the attitude
of the government toward Thibet had
been absolutely consistent. - Colonel
Younghusband (the British political
agent who headed the mission) had
transgressed his instructions. when he
arranged for British forces. to remain
in the Chumbi. distriet for 76 years and

majesty’'s government.

The foreign secretary declined to en-
ter into an explanation of the pro-
gress of the negotiations with Afghan-
istan. He sald the situation was ex-
tremely difficult and intricate, and it
would not be desirable at the present:
moment to lay the papers before the
house.

The secretary briefly referred to the
naval and military situation, saying
the departments were moving as rap-
idly as consistent with wisdom.

In regard to alien immigration, the'
secretary said it was clearly indicated
by the sentiment of the country that
the government must deal with the
question thoroughly. The government
intended to do so, but with no desire to

exclude the legitimate competition of
foreign labor.

REDISTRIBUTION BILL.

In conclusion Foreign Secretary
I.ansdowne referred to the redistribu-
tion bill, which he said could not be
passed at the present session. He
twitted the opposition on its haste to
turn out th2 government and repudi-
ated the idea of Earl Spencer that the
government would be found occupy-
ing the opposition benches next year.

“I cannot helpl retorting,” said Sec-
retary Lansdowne, ‘“thst unless the
noble earl’s trumpet sounds a some-
what clearer note, the walls of Jericho
may still stand a -‘considerable time,
and we may not only supervise the
preliminary operations of the redistri-
bution, but may perhaps give effect
to them in another session of parlia-
ment.”

After a few words from Lord Gos-
chen (liberal unionist,) the address
was agreed to and the house of lords
adjourned at 6.50 p. m.

HOUSE OF COMMONS.

W. A. Mount (conservative) moved
and Samuel Roberts (conservative)
seconded the address in reply to the
king’s speech. The first division ap-
proaching party lines occurred in the
house of commons when Mr. Dalziel
(liberal) moved that the house censure
Lord Arlington for breach of privi-
leges by his action in the North Dor-
set election. Premier Balfour said no-
thing could be gained by continuing
the discussion and moved the prev-
ious question, which was carried by 257
to 191 «votes:

ASSAILED THE GOVERNMENT.

Sir Henry Campbell-Bannerman, the
liberal leader in’'the house, speaking
on Mr. Mount's motion, bitterly as-
sailed the government, which, he said,
was evading the fiscal question, as
shown by the failure of the mover and
seconder of the address to mention
this important subject. He added that
the opposition would shortly endeavor
to secure a straight answer from Mr.
Balfour, showing whether or not he
was in agreement with Joseph Cham-
berlain’s propossls.

Sir Henry Campbell-Bannerman
spoke at great length, attacking the
government’s policy in Thibet and
South Africa, and in fact at all points.
He continued speaking almost up to
7.30 p. m.,, when S8ir Edgar Vincent
(conservative) took up the debate,
and was speaking when the house sus-
pended its sitting.

H. H. Asquith tomorrow awill move,
as the officlal opposition’ amendment
to the address in reply to the speech
from the throne, the following:

THE NEW RIVER STEAMER

Which Will Take the Place of the
the Clifton Will be Able to do

Twelve Miles an Hour,

The steamer Clifton, at a pinch,
makes seven miles an hour and has
been known in recent years to come
down' from Hampton in almost three
and one-half hours. The new steamer
which which next season will take her
place will, it is expected, develop 2
speed of not less than twelve miles an
hour and will make the run in little
over two hours, including stops.

This new steamer has not yet beeen
given a name, nor has she reached
that stage where christening is a part
of the programme, but she is coming
along well and will be ready for busi-
ness on the river by the first of July.

Captain Arnold Mabee, present man-
ager of the Clifton, will bé the prin-
cipal owner of the new boat, and she
will replace the Clifton, which has be-
come too old and too slow for further
activity on ,the Xennebeccasis. The
new boat is being built at Hampton
village by Daniel McLaughlin, one of
the best known builders of St. John.
The frame has been finished for some
little time and the planking is now
well under way, Flemings have the
contract for the machinery and have
made a start on it. They guarantee
to have'it ready as soon as the steamer
is brought down to Indiantown. Ac-
cording to the model of the boat and
specifications of the boiler and engines
the new steamer is expected to have a
speed of not less than twelve miles.

The boat will be larger than the Clif-
ton, being 110 ft. in length, and 21 ft,
beam, ‘while the old steamer is only
100 ft. long and 18 ft. beam. She will
be a stern wheeler and will draw not
over thirty. inches.

It is the intention of the owner to
run an excursion on one day of each
week during the season, leaving north
end about 9 o’clock in the morning and
returning -at seven in the evening. But
this is as yet only a plan for the
future, and until river navigation
opens nothing definite will be decided,
