HISTORIG “OLD RED HOUSE,” BUILT 171
USED AS A MUSEUM

YEARS AGO, TO BE

LONGMEADOW, Mass, Oct. 17.—
For 171 years the “Old Red House™ has
remained in the Colton: family of
Longmeadow, a reminder not only of
revolutionary days, but of events forty
years previous to that time. Now the
house has beén sold to T. W. Lescte, a
prominent business man of Springfield,
but-who lives in Longmeadow, having
purchased it to preserve it for the
town. It is very likély that it = will
eventually become a museum for the
town, and that interésting miementoes
several centuries old will be given to
start a historical collection. Just what
Mr. Leete’s plans are have not been
made publie, but it is very likely that

the Historical Society will be given
I

rooms in the old house.

The house is the oldest in town: pre-
served in its entirety. There are sév-
eral other houses with small sections
which antedate the “Old Red House,”
but these houses have been so changed
and added to that they can hardly be
classed -with the Colton homestead.

The “Old Red House” was built by
Captain Simon Colton in 1735. He was
a préminent man in the affairs of the
place and was a soldier in-the French

\ard Indian wars that preceded the re-

volution. He kept the house.as a
tavern ‘before and  during the reyolu-

ftion and the old tin lantern, perforat-
th es,-wiith “Captain Colﬁn’-im Hink

ng nightly from the-elm tree dover-

shadowing the house to direct the tm-
ellers 'is still in existente and Hhi
prized.

Captain Colton lived ' in the hduse
sixty-one years, dying in 1796. He left
the property to his fourth son, Major
Luther Colton, who was also a man of
importance in the commumity and had
served in the revolutionary war. The
major was married twice, his second
wife being a widow, Mrs. Mehitable
Deming of Wetherfield, Conn. She
was a remarkable woman, and after
Major Colton died, in 1803, she lived on
in the house for fifty-three years, dying
at the age of mninety-three. She was
known as ‘the Widow Major. "i&

A grandmother, Mrs. Elizabet Park-
ier Colton, cared for ‘‘the Wid% Ma-
+Jjor” for many years, and after the lat-
ter died stayed on in the-house until
her own death in 1898, having lived in
the house seventy-five years. Captain
Simon B. Parker, a direct descendant,
has lived in the house for sixty years
land still occupies a portion of it. He
was one of the heu's who sold it to Mr.
Leete.

Eight years ago Captain Parker put
the house in good repair. He painted
it the original color, and kept all the
‘original’ features; only adding a ‘ver-

He spoke in  the
most glowing terms of Burns as a poet
and a man. He heartily congratulated
all parties in the erection of the statue.
It was difficult to speak of Burns, so
much had been written, but as a poet
who taught everything that was good
and noble he had no superior. To esti-
mate the true greatness of thé man we
must undersgtand Scotland as it existed
at the time and the .difficulties and
burdens under  which - the poet lived.
Scotland at the time:-was kept down by
drudgery worse than slavery.

I sometimes think, said-the speaker,

if Burns had been given the free-lands
of Canada to.dwell in without: hard-
ship and let his muse sing and dgg and
sing, how much more greatnm ‘would
have been- his, but it was ordained
otherwise. I believe that “when: God
sends for the man like Burns He sends
. him into narrow -avenues, that 21l his
nature may be kept in subordination
that we may get the pure gold untarn-
ished.

Mlxht as
well try to separate Frederic “from
the sun on its hills and rivers.. 'On all

i Governor Fraser next spoke of the
depth and feeling exhibited by these
poems, his songs and . ballads had
never been equalled, and he doubted
if they would ever .be surpassed. As
i great writers. have .sajd, it Burus. had
written nothing else _Cotters’
Saturday Night*! ¢ been
jimimortal. In fhtoa na.rtlculnrs ‘Burns
!was by far--the greatest of . poets.
These were -in his sensibility, simplic-
ity and entire honesty. He knew how
to work and be honest and looked upon
work as-a thing a man should ever
earnestly do. He was a true man and
true poet of all that was patriotic. He
was loyal in every sense of the word,
and his whole nature was implanted
with the loveliness of the little river
and small hills, ‘the singing birds.and
all. that goes  to- make life beautiful.
He has taught us that labor ennobles
and that labor is-the noblest gift of
God to man. He taught that charac-
ter not wealth is better than every-
thing  else. He. took all- mankind in
their distress and Jloneliness into his
large heart. But greater than all
Burns was a religious reformer, in that
he showed that honesty and straight-
forwardness constituted the highest in
man. He never.sneaked info.a bar-
room and then led about it as some
of your best men do today, but he al-
ways went in the front door in epen
daylight and did net ‘attempt to con-
ceal. He saw men who were hypocrites
and different from what they.professed
to -be, and when a man says He is
something when hé is nothinig he is
a curse to the community. i

1y as it abolishes the system, which, he
thought ‘unjust, of giving  subsidies to
the " provinces- after forty-five years
upon ‘- -the “basis of the census
of;1861.  In regard to-the grants for
administration “the: smaller ‘provinces
will get a very much greater grant
proportionally to ' thé larger provinces.
This, “he thought. a practical arrange-
ment.

The arrangement  -as entered-into is
rather to be considéred as a readjust-
ment between the provinces themselves
and not as agreements between the
Dominion and the provinces separate-
‘ly. "He considered it an acknowledg—
ment of provincial rights. According
to the B: N:“A. act certain ' subjects,
education, roads, etc., are assigned to
the local government - for legislation,
‘and the new arrangement meanps onlv
‘that it is agreed that more money is
required for these purposes.

With the increased subsidy the local
government will be able to carry. some
of their wishes in regard to increased
salaries for teachers and the founding
of a fund for retired teachers, for
which probably a sum will be put away
each year. The details have, however,
not yet been arranged.

Another subject'to which the local
government will likely now devote
more attention is technical education.
Lately, said Dr. Pugsley, the Manu-
facturers’ Association petitioned the
federal government to appoint a com-
mission to look into the advisability
of the Dominion taking up technical
education, but now with the increased
‘subsidies and considering the fact
‘that education is assigned -by . the B.
‘N.:A. act to the loeal government he
thought it  probable ‘that .the Domin-
jon would- feel that the subject should
remain entirely with the local govern-
ments; *
