Three of the bodies were recovered 
by Mathias Wuhr, 40-year-old miner. 
Seven times he descended the shaft 
to what seemed almost certain death. 
Each time he was hauled out un­
conscious.

At one time there were 10 person.;
in the pit-five living and five dead.
