Three Men Caught in Death
Trap on the Massa-
chusetts

HOT WATER DELUGE

Victims Were Repairing Boiler When
Fatality Occurred—Four Injured,
Including a Lieutenant Who
Was Terribly Burned
at Rescue Work,

Philadelphia, Dec. 15—Caught in a trap
and helpless to save themselves, three men
lost their lives and four others, including
Lieut. . Wm. Cole, were “terribly scalded
today by a rush of steam, and boiling
water in the fire room of the battleship
Mussechusetts, lying at the League Island
navy" yard.

The dead are:

Ydward Bub, married, boilermaker and
civilian,

Andrew Hamilton, married, a boiler-
maker and civilian.

Chanles Ritzle, boilermaker, helper and
civiliin,

Injured: Lieut. Wm. Cole, U. S. N, as-
sistant chief engineer of the Massachu-
getts, scalded about the head and body;
taken to the naval hospital.

Wm. Anderson, ship’s beilemmaker, bad-
ly- scalded; taken to the naval hospital.

James Wilson, boilermaker’s helper and
civilian employe, scalded; taken to Meth-
odist hoepital.

Joseph A. Duran, boilermaker’s helper
and civilian, scalded; taken to St. Agnes
hospital,

With the exception of Lieut. Cole, all
the killed and injured resided in Phila-
delphia.

Terribly Burned at Rescue Work.

Cole received his injuries in a
heroic effort to rescue the ofhers.

The accident was caused by the giving
away of a gasket, or rubber washer, on a
hoiler on the starboard side of the ehip.

‘I'he boiler on which the accident oc-
curred had recenttly been cleaned and
thoroughly tedted, and the boi 3
were today at work on another boiler.
‘Without warning the gasket between the
boiler plate and the boiler head gave way
and a terrific rush of steam and hot water
occurred. - The doors of the fireroom wére
dlosed at the' time the accident oceurred
and the only avenue of escape was a safety
ladder. Only one man, Bramlet, a ship’s
fireman, thought of the ladder and he es-
caped without a scar. :

¥ew of those on the upper decks knew
what had happened until the steam came
rushing up from below. The work of res-
cue was prompt and bo this promptness
those who escaped deatth owe their thanks.
The first to enter the firehole was Lieut.
Oole. Without hesitating at becoming
scalded by the hot water and steam, he
entered quidkly and dragged the men to
the door where they weére taken in charge
by others. Bub and Hamilton were dead
when found and Ritzel died a few minutes
after being taken on deck.

GROANS MND CHEERS
FOR CHAMBERLA

London Meeting Greets Hon.
Joseph Warmly, But the
Crowd Outside Was
Hostile.

London, Dec. 15—Joseph Chamberlain
addressed a meeting of London East End-
ers tonight. (€. A. Pearson, the well
known newspaper proprietor, presided.
The hall was filled to overflowing and an
immense gathering of unemployed outside
showed a disposition to create a hostile
demonstration. ‘I'hey paraded in front of
the building and greeted Mr. Chamberlain
on his arrival with groans. This was off-
set by the reception of the audience in the
interior of the building.

(Mr. Chamberlain, who was greeted with
cheering iasting several minutes when he
rose, devoted his speech largely to a dis-
cussion of the fiscal question.

'He. spoke for two hours. While not ad-
vancing any new proposition regarding
the main issue, he adapted his utterances
more particularly to the working classes
than in any of his former speeches and
dwelt at considerable length upon condi-
tions existing in eastern Europe. He pre-
dicted that a tax upon imports would ma-
terially benefit the workingmen of Great
Britain and insisted that alien immigra-
tion must be checked.

He advocated founding some colony
under English rule to which aliens could
be diverted from overcrowded England and
pointed out the fact that even now a
deputation is leaving for East Africa,
where hundreds of thousands of fertile
acres are untilled and where unfortunatcs
could find refuge.

Speaking of the effect of frec imports,
Mr, Chamberlain said Ireland was a con-
crete instance. That country was beg-
gated because its main industry, agricul-
ture, was ruined by free imports, while
no other indudtry was found to replace it.
