Jane’s “biggest beef” this
year has been  with the
Brunswickan’s lack of respon-
sibility. She says they have
been her biggest source of
frustration. “The Brunswickan

promotes apathy on campus by
dealing so .much with the
negative.” She went to say that
the Bruns tends to editorialize
more than report.

On a separate note, Jane

says she is pleased with the
rapport she and her council
have had with the administra-
tion. “We don’t always agree
but at least there is an open-
channel of communication.”

She would like to see better
communication next year bet-
ween the clubs and organiza-
tions and the SU. “I would like
to see the Student Union used
as more than just a bank for
clubs and organizations to
come to for money.” Arnold
notes that this increased in-
teraction between the union
and clubs has been started this
year with the Entertainment
Committee helping out with
posters and advertising.

Although she admits her
year as President has been a
good experience, Jane says she
will be very happy when her
term is up.
