The idea of being freed from 
hours of tedious marking has 
excited many academics, but some 
worry the new program, dubbed the 
Intelligent Essay Assessor opens the 
door for computers to enter into the 
realm of human thought.

Dr. Peter Koltz developed the 
idea for a computer marker almost 
ten years ago when he was working 
with a colleague on a study of 
human memory.

“We were developing a model 
based on how humans interpret and 
remember text, when we realized 
we could give a computer the same 

ability,” he said.
According to Dr. Koltz, 

computers can be taught to 
recognize key words and ideas in a 
text, and can then assign a mark to

a red flag.

“This is superior to the 
method we use now,” said Koltz, 
“where students get the paper back 
and don’t even look at the 
comment.”

Dr. Koltz says he is currently 
using the program in one of his 
upper level psychology courses at 
New Mexico State, and that 
students have been happy with the 
results.
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Roger Blackman, associate 
Dean of Arts at Simon Fraser 
University (SFU), says that while 
SFU is not opposed to the idea of 
the Intelligent Essay Assessor he 
has some reservations.
