CARRU-
THERS and several other gentlemen contending that the exist-
ing system gave overwhelming protec ‘tion to thea refiners, and
that ]mtmll\ refined sugars were as saleable and more advan-
tageous to the consumer than wholly refined ; that every means
should be taken to build up an import and e ,\]mlt trade direct
with the West Indies; that owing to the immense profit refi-
ners were making, they could prevent importation altogether.
and had effectually done so on several recent occasions ; that
the interests of the sountry and monopolies were incompatible,
and that the proposed arrangement was fairest for all parties.

Mr. PERRY warned the Convention of the danger of med-
ling with existing interests. The refining of sugar was a
branch of industry of which Canada might well be proud ; he
could not see clearly the value of destroying one industrial
