Agriculture.

As I have had three years’ experience,
with some twelve different breeds, 1 will
give my views in this matter. It depends
upon the breeds, I think, as to the manner
of feeding. All of the Asiatic breeds I
feed in this wise: I make three boxes that
will hold a half peck of corn each. I fill
one with corvn, another with oats, another
with buckwheat, and set themn all before
them at once, and am careful not to let
either get empty. I feed all of the large
breeds in this way. Oonce a week in win-
ter, put into the coop a cabbage or two, to
six or eight fowls.

My smaller breeds I feed in winter, only
on one kind of grain, but keep it before
them, such as the golden and silver phes-
saut and bantams, as these will not lay in
the coldest months, at any rate as far as my
experience gues, even if fed upon all soris
of grain, ;

All fowls should be placed so as to have
the sun, and come to the ground ; also
should have a box of ashes set so as the
sun wiil shine upon it, as they will wallow
in it more freely. If they have plenty of
gravel, they will not become too fat, or
oyster shells, or burnt bones pounded fine.
I am sauisfied that this is the cheapest way
of keeping all these breeds. Geese do not
require to be kept in this way, as they will
be more healthy if not fed so high.

Leached Ashes on Wheat.

Whatever difference of opinion there may
be respecting the particular ingredients to
which the fertilizing power of leached
ashes are owing, nearly all agree that 1hey
are a valuable manure for the wheat crop.
And as there are, in different parts of the
country, old asheries from whence oid
leached ashes can be obtained at a mere
uwominal price, we are suprised that they are
not much more extensively used than they
are. The good effects of 100 or 200 bush-
els of old leached ashes per acre, are most
decided on all hight wheat soils, and are
visible often for ten years afier their appli-
cation. This prolonged beunefit is probably
derived from the lime, of which the leached
ashes contain some 30 per cent.

solved (rom the ashes. If this be the case,
the older the leached ashes are, the betier;
the more they have been exposed to rain
and the air, the inore ammonia they will

that on all our wheat soils, leached ashes
would do more good than the unleached
ashes, from the fact thac ammonia is so
much more necessary as manure for wheat,

than the alkalies potash and soda, which are |

washed out in leaching.

These views, however, are at present
somewhat hypothetical, and further experi-
ments are necessary (o confirm or refute
them : yet the fact that leached ashes are a
first-rate fertihizar, remains a fact sull,
though we cannot decidealy account for
their good effect ; and we would recommend
all farmers who can obtain them, 10 do so,
aud apply them 1o thewr light soils previ-
ous to sowing wheat this month.—Genesee
Farmer,
