We saw it all

A woman ot'ltb.-
came to this little Fremch boﬂ ln
which we are. billeted. She was on
her way—she knew not where. As
she entered the village over the
muddy and rocky road, every Ameri-
can soldier stopped and gazed at her.
She was old and wrinkled, ragged
and dirty. Her feet were bare and
nleeding, and as she trudged on she
mumbled incoherently while poking
her stick at loose stones anq swing-
mg a dirty cloth bag in which were
.ontained all her earthly belongings.
{n all my experiences, included in
which were a number of years asl!
police reporter, I have beheld no|
sight which so gripped my Heart and
weighed down my soul as: the plight
of this wretched human being.

The soldiera gathered about her in
wonderment and pity, and a corpor-
al in Company L, who is of French
extraction and who can speak the
language, engaged her in conversa-
ilon.

Her Terrible Experience

Before the war this woman, whose
features still showed traces of refine-|
ment and’ beauty—now almost ex-
suffering women - of
northern France—Ilived near the
border of France and Germany. She
was the mother in a happy lamily
consisting of a. providing father, a
dawghteri and two zons, When  the
Huns came: with their tyranny.  and
lust for-blood, the candle of  happi-
ness: in:this -home was blown out:

The Hups ecaptured - the - town,
seized the food, mistreated the old
and ‘young, subjecting the daughter
to ‘the mest vulgar and inhuman in-
decencies. The husband -and ' father
was shot when he endeavored to
protect his daughter. _

- “The :ustful Bun drove him mad,
said the old woman, “but he was no
match for the Uhlan. With one hand
on his throat flie Uhlan held him in
a corner while with the other fist he
beat him into imsemsibility.

“Like a wild woman I shrieked
and  scratchéd with my finger-nails
at the eyes of the intruder,” she
yelled in French, while enacting the
scene before us, “but I could do ne-
thing with him. My daughter was in
a half-conscious state, limp and
helpless.”

Her mnext conscious thought, she
said, wa3 when more soldiers enter-
ed the house, dragged the half-dead
father from the floor to the street,
where with a score of other older
citizens he was shot and killed.

The battle raged for days around
and with  her
daughter, the old woman became a
refugee. The lientenant continues:

From one village to another they
fled, until the girl, exhausted “and
suffering from her ill-treatment
died wpon the roadside. The mother
learned simultaneously that ome of
her sons had been killed in action.
Where the other was she did ' not
know.

Crazed with grief, this poor wo-
man began to wander like a lost
soul. For four years she has walked
over the hills of France thatf still'rve-
main untouched by shell ‘and shrap-
nel.

Like a Lost Soul

The woman collapsed and sat
sobbing on the platform leading to
the litle store.

She still believed in her  country,
that France ' would live and ' that
somewhere there. was a God, and
every Michigan boy was a better sol-
dier and a better man for having
seen and heard her. |

Hydrophobia, or rabjes, is a fatal
disease transmitted from .animal to
animal-or to man by the bite or the
saliva. of. the rabid animal. The
virus, the inyisibly 'small microbes,
which ‘carry the deadly vesiom of hy-
drophobia_thrive and vegetate in the
nose, throat and spimal cord of al-
most any animal bitten.

These. germs of hydrophrobia, ‘or
do not burst forth in fall
bloom at the time the man or ani-
mal is bitten.

Color Blindness

(By H. Addington Bruce)

Color blindness may be either in-
‘herited or acquired. When acquired
it is due to disease of the eye, op-
tic nerve or brain.

Whether inherited or acquired it
is as a rule partial. That is to say,
there usually is blindness for only
jcertain colors. But &/ number of
cases of total color blindness are on
record.

Persons thus afflicted may see ob-
Jects’ distinctly enorgh, but &1! ob-
.Jects are seen .as some shade of gray,
sometimes as llght gray, sometimesg
as dark. To these unfortunates, as
concisely stated by Professor Spind-
ler in his bock, ““The Sense of Sight”

“The whole world looks lik> a

photograph, and = is entirely lacking
in the variety of colors that ‘the nor-
Inal ‘person experiences.”
. Total coler blindness is compara-
tively rare. Partial color blindness,
however, is exceedingly common. 'In-
deed, everybody is color blind in
certain ‘portions of his eyes. Splind-
18r thud" explding this:

Hmigs-of the wisual field of ‘each eye
appear gray, whatever their color.
As we bring cbjects of different col-
ors more toward the centre of theé
‘Yisual field Wwe notice first blué;
then yellow, then red, then all col-
ors in the center of the visual field.

:“The. retina is evidently sensitive
only to colorless light in its outer
zone, imside of that zone is a part
sensitive also to- blue, next yellow
then red and green; ahd finally ' the
central part susceptible to all kinds
of colored as well as colorless light.”

However, this universal type of
color blindness offers no inconven-
fence, for the reasen that in all nor-
mal eyes there-is a part by which all
colors can be seen, Not so with: the
eyes of those persons whom we com-
monly mean when we speak of the
coloxr blind.

To them certain colors—varying
with' the individual-—aré dlways in-
vigible. . It has been -estimated that
from 31 to 5 per cent. of.all people.
are affected in this' way.

There may be blindness for any
color, but for practical " purposes
chief importance attaches to blind-
ness for red and green. These being
the colors chiefly nsed for signatling.
It is obvious that . persons blind to
them should not be employed - in
work requiring the recognition of

Reduce Sugar
Ration in U.S.

TWO POUNDS A PERSON PER
MONTH IS NOW LIMIT

Washington, July 29.—The sugar
ration in the households from Aug.
1st to Jan. 11th will be cut to two
pounds per person a month by the
United States' Food Administration
in order to assure a sufficient. supply
for all the Allied nations. England
is now on the same basis. France
allows a- maximum of one pound and
a2 half, and the It.allan ‘ration has
been reduced to about one pound.

The new American ration will cut
one pound per person: each month
from the household schedule, and
the people are asked to aeccept it
voluntarily. The two-pound limit
will include all sugar used on the
table and in cooking. Orders are
also to be issued governing public
éating places and limiting the use of
sugar to two pounds for every ninety
meals served.
