In speaking about the season’s
prospects, President Fitzgerald could
not find enough enthusiastic words to
express his great belief in the league
having the best year yet. He said that
with the exception of St Thomas,
every club in the league has settled up-
on a manager for their respective
clubs, and many changes are noted.
In speaking to the London repre-
sentative, he stated that to his mind
“Rube” Deneau and Amby Kane were
the two best leaders that he knew of
in the league, and commented that

the London club acted wisely « in
making their selection on Deneau as
they did.

The Hamilton “situation will be
brought to a decision among the offi-
cials of the Ambitious City club as
they have mads the required obliga-
tions to the league. The trouble now
is merely a local one, and will soon
be brought to:a head by the men at
the head of affairs in-Hamilton.

The league president stated that he
was in communication with a large
number of first-class -umpires, and
would be in a position soon to an-
nounce the staff for 1913, and will see
an almost entirely new umpiring
staff, men with vast experience in all
sorts of organizations.

The schedule meeting will be held
sometime later this month. Manager
Frank Shaughnessey, of the Ottawa
Club, is at the present time compiling
a set of dates, with the object of sub-
mitting them to the various clubs for
adoption at the schedule committee

meeting.
