Men who know the Jakes of Canada, |
men like Profs. Coleman and Miller, de- |
clare that Lake Temagami is one of the |
prettiest in the Dominion. The entrance |
to the lake is at Temagami station, |
y miles north of North Bay |
and thirty miles south of Cobalt. At |
the railroad there is being bullt a quaint
old-fashioned station-house of rough,!

A hundred yards
to the rear is the Ronnoco, the first of |
a series of hotels owned by Dan O'Con-
nor, the “King of Temagami.”

The lake is situated in the cen-
tre of the Temagdmi Reserve, contain- |
ing 1,400,000 ac and has a larger
area than the three large Muskoka
lakes combined. 1t is dotted with some
1,200 islands, 1,258 to he exact, num-
hered by @ careful (Government, lest
be removed podily by ardent ad-
mirers of the couniry. These islands
are of every size, shape and shade,
varying from tiny “.cntinel-like rocks
to great stretches of land of hundreds
s All are wooded with pine,
spruce, cedar, hemlock, poplar and
birch, the dark green of the pines,
blending perfectly with the lighter
shades of the poplar and birch. The
forests in the pbackground stand in all
their primeval glory and are untouched
and unscarred DY the handi of man.
They glve an air of wildness and ro-|
mance to the scenery and makes Oone
feel that he is far from the haunts of
human beings.

The Goast Line.

The coast line ig very broken and ir-
regular, the arms extending out like a
giant octopus, inviting the passerby to
explore their hidden deptis.
