Paris Matin Prints Sensational Story 
of Recent Events Which Is Not De- 
nied In London — The Temps Op­
pose» British Alliance With France 

—No Official Expression Obtainable 
Owing to Lansdowne’s Absence.

Paris, Oct. 9.—A marked reaction in 
public sentiment has followed the 
Franco-German accord concerning the 
Morocco conference. Many of the 
leading newspapers are renewing their 
campaign of criticism against Ger- 
many. This is due principally to 
Chancellor Von Buelow’s open state­
ments favoring a Russo-German rap- 
prochement.

The Matin asserts that Great Britain 
conveyed definite assurances to France 
of her readiness to mobolize the Brit­
ish fleet with a view of adopting ag­
gressive measures if Germany attacked 
France.

The necessity for the maintenance of
