MR. BLAKE ON THE TRAMP

[Ma:l]

We presume Mr. Blake is now
engaged in preparing the vari-
ations to his Montreal and Tor-
onto speeches which are neces-
sary to adapt them to the Mari-
time Provinces. The variations
will probably belittle more than
the introduction of such appeals
to unpatriotic sectionalism as he
may imagine will be acceptable
in certain localities. In Nova
Scotia he will denounce the
duty on breadstuffs, and say
little about that on coal, just as
in Untario he denounces the
duty on coal, but says; little
about that on breadstuffs,which
is the farmer’s share of!
{ional Policy. While hg
to rule the Dominion, §
descend to preach sectiol
which means disunion, where-
ever he may think that his do-
ing so will influence a vote in
favounr of his party. His Ma-
rine orations are easily foresha-~
dowed. Ie will most probably
begin with a wearisome re..hash
of his anti-syndicate speeches.
Upon that subject he could not
excite the smaliest interest in
an untario audience, for the
people of this province are satis-
fied that the contract for build-
ing the Canada Pacifie railway
is a judicious contract, and that
the cost ol the work to the coun-
try will be many wmillious oi
dollars less than the Govern..
ment of wiich Mr. Blake was a
member adveriised its willing..
ness to pay for its construc..
tion.

He will next extol that base
mancuvre known as “the sec..
ond syndicate.”  To illustrate
Maritime
Provinces, who may not be as
tamiliar with itas our western
people, we will suppose that the
agent of a xt: John or Halilax
merchant had closed a contract
with a respectable contractor
for building a Rouse, #d that
after the price‘ﬁad been become
publicly known an individual
of shady reputation had ap.

to build the house for ten per
cent. less than he had contract-
ed for—would not the agent, il
a man of honour, have replied
that he hagpclosed the contract,
and that though -his principal
had not affixed his seal to it, yet
that unless he did so he would
resign his agency,as “his usetul-
ness would be gone?”  1i the
merchant had confidence in his
agent,he would, of course, ratily
the contract. The agent, the
coniractor, the individual ol
shady reputation, and the mer..
chant represent, respectively,
the Govermunent, the syndicate,
the second syndicate, and Iar.
liament. it 1s thus made ob
vious taat 12d Parlunent e
solved to caiertain lue propust
tion ol We ~ecuad b':,'nxh\,aac.

that, the darkest period in Can-
adian -history since confeder~

ation. High-minded men would
not have formed or joined

the “second syndicate,” nor
received a proposition from it,

but Messrs. Bluke and Anglin
welcomed it with delight.—
Il hey may have suggested it.
I'hey appeared to think that it
would be tne making of their
political fortunes. A judge sitt-
ing on the bench of one of the
Superior Courfs of Ontario, re.

viewing evidence given by a
prominent member of the second
syndicate, said that his evidence
wag as incredible as if he had
said that he had been immersed
in the lake and had come out
dry. Seven of the twenty one
members were defeated, unseat-
ed, or disqualified Grits. These
facts will serve to enable parties
at a distance to estimate the
character of the “second syndi-
cate.”

Mr. Blake will be verbose up-
on finance, trade, commerce,
manufactures, and the National
Policy, but he is not at homeon
these subjects, and when dis..
coursing upon them he cannot
conceal that heis ill at ease. On
these and cognate questions he
is more likely to be especulative
than practical. He may enun-
ciate again some of the ideas of
“Empirius” upon theFederation
of the Empire, but if Mr Blake
was not an unpractical man he
would know that- commercial
federation must precede politi~
cal federation of the empire.—
We doubt his exposing himself
again to ridicule by dilating up-
on the wrongs of the unrepre-
sented minorities throughout
the world, but he cannot be ex-
pected to suppress altogether his
doctrinairism. -

* * * *

In New Brunswick he will
find charges of bribery and cor-
ruption hanging over the heads
of his friends for their conduct
in Carleton, and he will reach
Nova Scotia in time almost to
hear the echo of the cheers that
iscended to celebrate the splen
did Waterloo day victories which
were won for the Government
i that province —victories
which we may say he did no-
thing to avert.

* * * *

In Prince Edward Island Mr.
Pope’sjllness may prevent his
attending political meetings,
but he has friends who will re-
present and defend him against
Mr Blake’s attacks.

Mr Blake proposes to invade
the Maritime Provinces for the
purpose, ostentatiously avowed
of endeavouring to subvert the
influence of the present leaders,
and we take it for granted that
what he may have tosay aga-
inst them individually, or aga
inst the policy of the Adminis~
tration of which they are lead-
ing members, he will desire to
speak in their presence, when
they will have an opportunity
of answering him and of de-
tending thewnselves. To d.ecline
to encounter them in the dis~
cussion of public affairs, and
simply to recite orations which
he is unwilling to have answer-
ed on the spot, would be repeat-
ing the spectacle of political and
oratorical poltroonery of last
winter, when he convened and

Cartﬁ;fight and others, who had [ repreéentatives, their long trust-

ed leaders, to be impeached in
their‘absence, in their enforced
exclusion from meetings in the
provinces which they repre..
sent.

AN ELECTRIC RAILWAY.

From Harper's Weekly.

The electric railway which
Dr Werner Siemens has con-
structed in Berlin, between the
suburb of Lichtenfeld and the
Radettenhaus, is now regularly
open for passengers, and is giv-
ing great satisfaction. The rails
are of the ordinary railway pat-
tern, but the guage is only three
feet three inches A single car
is propelled by the current at an
average speed of nine miles an
hour, though this rate can be
doubled if necessary. The ori..
ginal model for this line, is now
at work at the Crystal Palace,
Sydenham, as an attraction for
visitors ; butitis probable that
electric railways before many
years are past, may supersede
steam as a motive power.

The electric railway at Berlin
is about a mile and a half long

No difficulty has been experienc-

ed in using one rail as the posi-
tive and the other as the negative
conductor. The car is constructs
ed to hold twenty persons, thg
dynamo machine being placed
underneath the car, and trans..
mitting its movement to the
wheels by spiral steel springs.

Over any other system worked
by steam or compressed air, the
electrical has the advantage that
no heavy machinery has to be
carried about to set the irain in
motion. Several carriages, each
with a dynamo machine, can be
Jjoined to one train, and by this
distribution of motive power
much steeper inclines can be
overcome than when the same
train is drawn by a single loco~
motive. In addition to the
ordinary brakes, means can be
provided to short circuit the
machines on the carriages, and
tocause them to act as very
powerful brakes. The use of
large stationary engines reduces
the amount of fuel necessary to
develop a certain power on the
travelling carriage, and if water
falls can be utilized, the cost of
working these railways can be
further diminished.

. THE HALIFAX FISHERY
AWARD.

It is learned at the State De-
partment, Washingten, that the
report which is being made, re-
lative to frauds in the Halifax
award, by ex~Representative
Newberry, = Professor Youle
Hind, and an officer of the ~tate
Department, will be completed
next week, and there is reason
to think thatits conclusions will
furnish a satisfactory basis for
the Secretary of State to open
negotiations with regard to the
matter.
