NO FROST DAMAGE.

Winnipeg, Aug. 22—The weekly
crop report of C. P. R. today indi-
cates that no damage has been done
by the frost, which has been reported
during the past few days from a num-
ber of places in the west. The night
of the 20th inst. was very chilly and
in many localities the mercury hover-
ed around freezing-point, but the
weather bulletins received up to date
report that the crops did not suffer
to any extent. Julletins received up
to date report that we can look for
higher temperatures in the next week
or two than we have had lately,  Rail-
road officials and grain men are of
the opinion that the erisis is passed,
and that there is not liable to be an-
other visitation of frosty weather  for
some time.

The report of the weather prophet
today indicated higher temperature
generally throughout all Western
Canada. 5\t Lethbridge. Medicine
Hat., and Swift Current, it touched
80 degrees during the last 24 hours;
and a dozen other localities in Mani-
toba and Alberta were well up in the
70’s, while the lowest touch:d was
well above the fatal mark of 32 de-
grees.

Cutting has been started at Car-
man, where they have harvestcd a
lot of barley and oats, and some
wheat. The reports from Brandon,
Broadview and Souris sections are
encouraging, although the weather
has been a trifle cold in spots. At
Lauder, in the Estavan section, cut-
ting will commence Saturday..

BIG INCREASE IN FOREIGN
TRADE.,

Ottawa, Aug. 21—Canada’s foreign
trade totalled $214,156,015 for the first
four months ef the fiscal year begin-
ning April 1,

This is an inercase of $22,090,054
over the corresponding period of last
year. During the four months the
imports totalled $131,803,070, an in-
crease of $25,010,424. Imports of dut-
iable goods totalled $77,766,121. an in-
creast of $15,470,146. Free imports
totalled $51,730,825, an increase of $9.-
703,760. The duty collected amounted
to $20,398,734, an increase of $4,214,-
436.

Slight Decreasa in Exports.

There was a decrease of $1,948,653
in the volume of exports which total-
led $82,352,945. However, exports are
now showing a tremendous increase,
and it is expected that the remaining
months of the-year will more than
make up for the falling off in the
first few months. During the {four
months exports of products of the
mine showed an inerease of $743,832,
and agricultural products showed an
increase of $3,847,874.

Decreases in exports for the per-
iod were: Fish $546,160, lumber $590,-
208; animals and their products $5,-
022,373, manufactures $342,148,

“There is no more wheat. in the
west this year,” said Mr. Halstead,
“alothough as far as Alberta is con-
cerned, the crop is the heaviest in
years, but the C. P. R. have more
cars, and there will be no car short-
age.””

Fairmont, Minn,, Aug. 21.—A little
threshing has ben done. It proves
that oats are light both in yield and
weight. Corn 1s progressing rapidly
and with no frost for a month there
will be a fair yield.

Better Than Last Year.

Stayton, Minn,, Aug. 21.—Farmers
are well advanced with their harvest-
ing. The quality and quantity of
wheat. oats, barley and. speltz will be
superior to the crop of last year.

Pelican Rapids, Minn., Aug. 21 —
The harvesting of wheat 1s general,
Crop promises to be on the whole bet-
ter than last year and the quality
batter.

Danger of Crinkling.

Vall>y City, N. D., Aug. 21.—The
wheat harvest is on in earnest in
Barnes county. The grain is all ripe
and there is danger of shelling and
crinkling.

CUT BARLEY AUGUST 15,

Sedgewick, Alta., Aug. 16.—W. A.
Irish, of section 4-44-12 w 4m, cut yes-
terday 11 3-4 acres of beardless barley
that was sown May 26th. It was xjpe
and in good condition. and is estimated
to yield 55 to 60 bushels te the acre,
which, considering the lateness of the
season, is a record crop and shows what
can be done by an up-to-date farmer.
It is the first to be cut in this district.
Sheafs of the barley have been placed
in the railway depot, in the Immigra-
tion Hall, and in t}m Sedgewick Realty
Office, for exhibition.

WINTER WHEAT IN ALBERTA.

The earliest winten wheat in Al:
berta was grown by Charles Kettles
at Pincher Creek in the year 1s6l.
Mr. Kettles brought a small quan-
tity of this wheat up with him from
the east and planted it in a small
patch of ground which he had
broken. It was one of the soft
varieties and it did well, producing
an abundant crop. No particular no-
tice was taken of it excapt as a
curiosity, The country was a caude
country, asd such an idea as putting
it to any other use was never enter-
tained.

CANADAN MINT READY

In a Few Weeks—Bullion To Be Had
From Canadian Refinery.

Toronto, Aug. 21.—A despatch from
Vancouver, B.C., says that the Otta-
wa report that the federal mint would
not be able to operate in absence of
electrolytic refinery in Canada, over-
looks Trail, B. C., whre one of the
best plants in America has been in
operation four years, Its bullion was
accepted two years ago by the Unit-
ed States government as the purest
submitted for Philippine coinage.

The equipment of the «Canadian
branch oi the royal mint has so far
progressed.that it is expected the es-
tablishment will be in operation in
six or seven weeks, The building and
plant will cost half a million dollars,
and the annual outlay for salaries and
wages will amount to $100,000. The
officials 4s well as the majority of the
employees, will be brought from Eng-
land. Dr. Bonar, the director, will
have a salary of $5,500 a year. Mr.
Cleve, the superintendent, will, re-
ceive $3,500, and the coinage foreman
and minter foreman $1,200 each. The
wages of the thirty-five employees will
range from $2 to $3 per day.

Montreal, August 23.—Local labor
unions are to petition the Ottawa and
Quebec governments requesting that
in future all government construction
work throughout the province bhe
given only to union men and at cur-
rent rate.

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH-WEST

HOMESTEAD REGULATIONS.

Any even numbered section of Do-
minion Lands in Manitoba or the
North-West Provinces, excepting 8
and - 26, not reserved, may be home-
steaded by any person the sole head
of a iamily, or male over 18 years of
age, to the extent of one-quarter sec-
tion, of 160 acres, more or less.

Application for homestead entry
must be made in person by the ap-
plicant at the office of the local Agent
or Sub-Agent. Entry by proxy may,
however, be made on certain condi-
tions by the {ather,
daughter, brother, or sister of an in-
tending homesteader.

An application for entry or inspeec-
tion made personally at any Sub-
agent’s office may be wired to the
local Agent by the Subagent, at the
expense of the applicant, and if the
land applied for is vacant on receipt
of the telegram such application is
to have priority and the land will be
held until the necessary . papers to
complete the transaction are receiv-
ed by mail. ’

In case of ““personation’ the entry
will be summarily cancelled and the
applicant will forfeit all priority of
claim.

An application for inspection must
be made in person. The applicant
must be eligible {or homestead entry,
and only one application for inspec-
tion will be received from an indivi-
dual until that application has been
disposed of.

A homesteader whose.entry is. in
good standing, and not liable to can-
cellation, may, subject to approval of
Department, relinquish it . in favour
o father, mother, son, daughter,
brother or sister, if eligible, but to
no one else, on filing declaration of
abtandonment.

Where an entry is summarily can-
celled, or voluntarily abandoned, sub-
sequent to institution of concellation
proceedings, the applicant for inspec-
tion will be entitled to prior right of
entry.

Applicants for inspection must
state in what particulars the home-
cteader is in default, and if subse-
quently the statement is found to be
incorrect in material particulars, the
applicant will lose any prior right of
re-entry, shoulu the * land become
vacant, or if entry has been granted
it may be summarily cancelled.

Duties.—A settler is required to
periorm the conditions. under one of
the following plans:—

(1) At least six months’ residence
wpon and cultivation of the land in
cach year during the term of three
years.

(2) If the father (or mother, ii the
father is deceased) of a homesteader
resides upon a farm in the vicinity of
the land entered for by such home-
steader the requirement as to resi
dence may be satisfied by such per-
son residing with the {father or
mother.

(3) If the settler has his permanent
tesidence upon farming land owned
by him in the vicinity of hig bome-
stead ,the requirement may be satis-
fied by residence upon $uch land.

Before making application {for
patent the settler »must give six
months’ notice in writing to he Com-
missioner of Dominion Lands at Ot-
tawa, of his intention to do so.
SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH-

WEST MINING REGULATIONS.

Coal.—Coal mining rights may be
lecased for a period o twenty-one
vears at an annual rental of $1 per
acre. Not more than 2,560 acres
shall be leased to one individual or
ecompany. A royalty at the rate of
five cents per ton shall be collected
on the merchantable coal mined.

Quartz.—A person eighteen years of
age, ' or over, having discovered
mineral in place, may locate a claim
1,600 x 1,500 feet.

The {ee for recording a claim is $5.

At least $100 must be expended on
the claim each year or paid to the
mining recorder in lieu thereoi. When
$500 has been expended or paid, the
locator may, upon having a survey
made, and upon complying with other
tequirentents, purchase .ne land at
$§1 per acre,

The patent provides for the pay-
ment of a royalty of 2 12 per cent. on
the sale.

Placer mining claims generally are
00 feet square; entry fee $5, renew-
able yearly.

An applicant may. obtain two leases
to dredge for gold of five miles each
for a term of twenty years, renewable
nt the discretion of the Minister of
the Interior.

The lessee shall have a dredge in
nperation within one season from the
dat2 of the lease for each five miles.
Rental $10 per annum for each mile
of river leased. Royalty at the rate
oi 3 12 per cent. collected on the
output after it exceeds $10,000.
