THE MASONIC'WAR.

Prebabllity of & General Mavonic War

Throughkout the World Over the
Quebec-England Dificulry.

A recent cable dispatch reports H.
R.H.the Prince of Wales,Grand Master,
as having cancelled the appointment of
the representative of the Grand Lodge
of England near the Grand Lodge of
Illinois. This means thé severavce of
the fraternal ties that bind those two
bodies together, and this action is the
t of a resolut: of sympathy
and support extended by Illinois
Masons to the Grand Lodge of , Quebee,
in its fight for -exclusive juriediction
with the Grand Lodge of Euaglaund,
THE ORIGIN OF THE TROUBLES
that now threaten the peace of the Ma-
sonic world dates back to the time when
the Grand Bodies of England, Ireland,
and Scotland chartered lodges all over
British North America. Gradually
these lodges became obedient to the
Grand Lodges formed in the various
provinees that Low constitute this Do-
minion, and with the exception of three

Englisk Chartered Lodges in Mentreal,
and one Irish warranted lodge, now
wording in L’Orignal, Ont., the Can-

adian Grand Bodies exercise exclusive
jurisdiction within their respective ter-
ritorial lirzits.

Before the Grand Lodge in Canada
secured recognition from the Mother
Graud Lodge of England in 1859, it was
agreed hy both bodies that these three
lodges in Montreal-should be guaranteed
their right to remain 1n  obedience to
Eogland, and this compact has been
loyally observed by the Grand Lodge of
Canada up to this date. In 1867

THE QUEBEC LODGES SECEDED
from the Grand Lodge of Canada, and
fcrmed a separate and sovereign' Grand
Lodge for that Province, and this body,
wishing to be supreme within ite own
territory, and not being bound by the
agreement referred to, made repeated
efforts to have these English warranted
lodges acknowledge its authority. They
steadily refused to transfer iheir allegi-
ance, and were persistently backed up
by the Grard Lodge of . Englaud.
Maiters continued in this shape until
about a yearago, when the Grand Lodge
of Quebec, finding its sovereignty men-
aced, issned, in self-defence, an ediet of
non-intercourse against the three lodges
in Montreal, and this course was ap-
proved and endorsed by nearly all the
Grand Lodges on this continent, Illinois
among the number.

At the meeting of the Quebec Gracd
Lodge, held in Montreal in January
last, it having been .reported that the
edict of non-interéourse - had produced
no visible effects on the Kuglish locges,
it was decided to

RESORT TO STERNER MEASURES,
and it was resolved by a unanimous
vote to issue a general edict of non-in-
tercourse against all Kaglish Masons,
and to sever fraternal relations with
the Mother Grand Lodge unless she
withdraws her  charters from the
Montreal lodges before the lst of July
of this year. Here matters rest for the
present, anc the action of England is
awaited with anxiety by the craft in
America, If the Prince of Wa'es’ can-
cellation of the Illinois representatives’
commission is an indication of the
nourse that will be pursued by the
Grand Lodge of England, itis evident
a general Masonic war will result, and
the American Grand bedies will cot be
slow in forcing the fighting.

The Grand Lodge of Eoglund has
conceded the right of exclusive juris-
diction to every Grand Lodge in Amer-
1ca, with the

SCLE EXCEPTION OF QUEBEC,

and leading masons on this side of the
Atlantic are at at a loss to understand
why Quebec is made an exception.
The only explanation is that our sister
province is a ‘‘colony,” and the leading
lights of the craft in England imagina
that colonial Masens have vo rights,
which they are bound to respect. When
a ‘‘sovereign” state in the neighboring
republic forms a Grand Lodge, England
is prompt in her recognition and in ex-
changing representatives, snd there is
nothing to justify her in pursaing a
policy of obstruction in Quebec Masonic
affairs,

If the trouble is not speedily adjvsted
serious inconvenience will result to
Canadian and American Masons.

VISITING THE OLD LAND

during the coming summer. A number
of American Grand Ledges meet before
July, and of course the Quebec
and Ilbnois difficulty with England
will be dis:ussed, and very ‘pmobably
edicts of ngn-intercourse against the
latter will be 1ssned. The much-
boasted ‘‘brotherly love” motto of the
fraternity is likely te be severely strain-
ed if the Grand Loige of Eagland does
not quickly recede from her present
attempt to rule Masonically, not only
England, but the entire British posses-
giups,

With the single exceptien of The
Voice' of Masonry, of Chicago, the
Masonic press of America favors Que-
bec in this struggle, and The Free-
mason, of this city, not only champions
the craft in ‘our sister Province, but
urges the Grand Lodge of Canada to
repudiate the agreement made with
England in 1859, as the most effective
method of informing English Masons
that the craftin Canada can manage
their own affairs,

It Compels the Closing of Nuwmerous
KFactorles—=Prospects sfa
Compromise*

Chicago, March 26.—The termination
of the yardsmen’s strike at Kansas
City has infused considerable confidence
in the minds of railroad oflicials in
Chicago. Freight of all kinds is now
accepted by all roads for Kansas
and ‘beyond.

SUFFERING,

Atchison,Kan.,March 26 —Towns in
the interior are suffering for necessaries
of life. The people of StecEton sent to
Kansas City road, forty-five miles dis-
tant, for supplies, There i3 at present
in that place leas than two cars of coal
and a single barrel of kerosene to sup-
ply a population of 1,200. At other
points remote from timber snd coal
supplies have given out eutirely.

PROCLAMMATION FROM COY. MARMA-
DUKE.
St. Louis, Mo, March 26.—Gover-

nor Marmaduke has issued a proclama-
tion relative to the railway strike so
far as it effects commerce in the state.
After defining the respective duties of
the railroad company and their employ-
es the proclamation continues: “‘I
hereby call upon the Missouri Pacific
Railway Company, its officers, - agents
and employes to assist in resuming
trafic on the roads  operated
by eaid company in Miesouri, I
warn all persons, whether they be
employes or not, against interposing
any obstacle whatever in the way of
said resumption. I hereby call upon
all good citizens to assist in carrying
out the purposes of this proclamation,
and I also pledge the whole power of
state, 80 far as it may be lawfully
wielded, to protect the said railroad
company and its servants in the re-
sumption, and to restrain and punish all
that may oppose it.”
EFFECTS OF THE STRIKE,

St. Louis, March 26.—The St, Louis
Refining and Smelting Company haye
closed their works, thiowiog 800 men
out of employment, The company has
been unable to procure supplies on ac-
eount of the railway strike.

PROSPECT OF A SETTLEMENT.

Fort Worth, Tex., March 26.—Dis-
trict Assembly 78, K. of L., wasin ses-
sion last night, and there were indica-
tions that concessions will be made that
will end the Missovri Pacific strike.

A St. Louis dispatch says:—The
Executive Board of the District As-
semblies, 101,17 and 93,K.of L ,has issu-
ed an address to the K. of L.and trades
unions throughout North America in-
tended as a reply to statements made by
Mr.Jay Gould in regard to the strike cf
the railroad employes of the Southwest.
After quoting from the statements of
Mr. Gould a sentence saying that the
employes upon his roads have preserted
no grievances to their management,
the address says:—‘‘We have wear-
ied the press and worn the types of the
world in stating grievances and demand-
ing an opportunity to present them to
Gould and his lientenants. We have
offered, through the highest channels
that represent us in the nation, maat
him upon any field, We have pleaded
and demanded that we he heard. To
all this Gould has turned a dezf ear,
and now, before the world, we challenge
him to bear our compolaints. Before
the world we impeach his veracity,
when he says we have not presented
them before the world.”
