The law enables the President
to fix the tolls, not to exceed |
$1.25 per net ton registered. |
and to allow American ships i«
the coastwise trade, which is
interpreted widely, to use the
Canal free of toll.

This exemption is held b
Britain to be a violation of the
Hay-Paunceforte Treaty, vwhich
took the place of the Clayton-
Boliver treaty and permitted
the States to build the canal on
conditions. One conditiov: was:

“The c'anal shall be free and opeu
to the vessels of commerce and war
of all nations observing these ra'es,
on terms of entire equality, so that
there shall be no discrimination
against any such nation or its eiti-
zens or subjects, in respect of the
conditions or charges of traflic or
otherwise. Such conditions and
charges of traffic shall be just and
equitable.”

On the face of it, the exen:p-
tion has the appearance of a
flagrant violation of the agree-
ment which enabled the States
to cut the canal.

It is claimed, however, hv the
supporters of the law that the
appearance is deceptx\ e and that
in reality there is nc violatioa
of the teaty, as the American
coasting trade is ecxclusively
American and ships of no otner
country compete in iz ftrade,
and that therefore there is re-
ally no discrimination.

The faith of the apclogists in
their defence is weak as shown
by their hostility to a reference
to the Hague for a decision of
the question whether the Canal
Law does violate the Treaty.
