BKLOW RAILWAY TRESTLE — A 

PLUCKY RESCUE.

At 1.30 p.m. on Friday Miss J. E. 
While, stenographer in Mr. Balck- 
woed’s law office, while proceeding to 
her home, 323 South Side Road, fell 
through the ice a few feet below the 
Railway Trestle opposite the Gash 
House, and had it not been for the 
prompt action of Mr. Isaac Breen, 
laborer, of 26 York Street, she would 
have certainly met an untimely death. 
It happened that Miss White had 
reached the trestle at the same time as 
a shunting engine with a string of 
cars crossed over and being in a hurry 
to get home she stepped onto the ice 
below the trestle which appeared to 
he in good condition. She had ad­
vanced about twenty feet from the 
shore when (the ice gave away be­
neath her feet and in an instant she 
was struggling in the water vainly at­
tempting to extricate herself from her 
periiious position. For fully five min­
utes she held on to the edge of the ice 
bet owing to the severe shock she wras 
powerless to cry for help and for the 
third time she was sinking beneath 
tr.e ice, when Providence attracted 
the attention of Mr. Isaac Breen, a 
round house .labourer, who ran to­
wards the trestle to change the main 
point switch. Without a second's de­
lay Breen dashed to the rescue of the 
drowning woman and in an attempt to 
puji her onto the ice he. fell in him­
self. Coming to the surface he scram­
bled on to the solid ice and was just in 
time to catch hold of Miss White’s left 
ieg as the tide was drawing her be­
neath the surface. Gradually work­
ing her legs beneath the ice on which 
he lay, he succeeded in raising her 
head above water. In the meantime 
Mr. John Pender, pf Alexander Street 
(Round House Foreman) had heard 
Iireen’s shouts for assistance and 
securing a long-hanulel rake he pass­
ed one end out to Breen and by that 
means succeeded in pulling both part­
ies to the shore. Miss White, who was 
in a state of semi-unconsciousness 
was looked after by Capt. Strong and 
Mrs. George Cobb who were passing 
at the time and conveyed to her home 
which wasjpss tliay 200 yards from 
where the accident -happened. The 
bravery displayed by Breen cannot 
easily be overlooked and we sincerely 
trust that 'the proper authorities will 
see that his services are recognized in 
a practical manner.

Why Tobacco Goes Up.
„ » —

“More money has been paid for a 
little over halt the present crop of 
tobacco than was paid for the whole 
crop last season," says the Cincin­
nati! Tobacco Journal of February 
5th, a magazine devoted specially to 
the subject. Oh account of the aver­
age price there has already been 
paid out on the Lexington market 
$4,441,662. Last year the total sales 
for the season amounted to 35,398,- 
650 lbs. for which there was paid $3,- 
727,121. This will give one an idea 
why tobacco is dearer all over the 
world, and in fact ought to cause 
wonder why it is not very much high­
er than present rates. The Journal 
goes on to say in explanation of the 
situation: “In regard to the markets 
the year 1916 has run an eventful 
course. During January the markets 
in the Western States took a sudden 
upward turn, which continued until 
thé end of the season, and the advance 
has been increased on the 1916 crop. 
Business Is now reported active, with 
prices in measurable distance of 
double that of last year The crops 
in South and North Carolina, parti on? 
larly the latter were seriously dam­
aged just before cutting time by rain 
storms of unprecedented severity, de­
stroying a very large quantity of to­
bacco, and prices opened in August 
on a much higher basis than the pre­
vious crop and have continued stead- 
ii’- to advance until now1, when that 
crop may be said to have passed en­
tirely out of the farmer’s hands. Of­
ferings of Dark Tobacco showed 
signs of exhaustion; prices of both 
Dark and Light stiffened still further 
it. response to movements In the Unit­
ed States, where higher values jire 
now ruling than at any time since the 
Civil War.”—Trade Review. '
