Letters From Oor Boys.
WILSON LOVEYS.

Military Hospital, Albert Hall, 
Nottingham, England, 9|l|18.

My Dear Mother,—I will try and re­
late to you my experience since April 
14th, 1917, when I was taken prisoner, 
and the reception I received on my 
return.

Well, to begin, we had a very good 
charge that morning until we reached 
our objective, a number of the boys 
got wounded in the charge so we were 
not very strong when we got there. In 
the meantime the German reinforce­
ments were getting ready and came on 
the scene, and gave us a lively time, 
about ten to one. The regiment on 
our left surrendered ; we held the line 
till about an hour after. The Ger­
mans placed a machine gun on the 
ground they took, just behind a little 
ridge, so they had no trouble to pick 
off any of our chaps who would dare 
show themselves. That was the gun 
that knocked me out Soon there 
were only a few of us not wounded so 
they came over and took us all pris­
oners. I was helped along by two 
Germans behind their lines to a little 
hut where I was put on some kind of 
a stretcher made of wood, and four of 
our chaps brought me along to their 
advance dressing station; this was 
about midday. I lay there on the 
stretcher outside the house till about 
6.30, then they took me. inside, didn’t 
dress my wounds though, but robbed 
me of everything I had. Then I was 
brought out again and put into a room 
In the rear of this house; they put 
the stretcher down on the floor on 
some straw that covered it I don’t 
remember anything else until I was 
roused about 9.30, taken out and put 
into a hay cart and drove away. It 
was a cold, starry night, and the jour­
ney was long and the most miserable

one that ever I was on. At last we 
arrived at Douai and put into hospital 
there, into a bed with no sheets, no 
nurses, just two sisters helping the 
doctors and Russian orderlies, who 
finish robbing the remaining few 
things I had left. I was there for a 
few days when I was shifted into a 
train, supposed to be a hospital train, 
but nothing less than an old third- 
class carriage with wooden seats. 
They put me down on one of the seats 
on a mattress with just one blanket 
to put over me, and I was shivering I 
with the cold, very little to eat, a mug 
of coffee and a slice of their brown 
bread. (I will send to you by post a 
sample of the bread I was living on 
for nine months). At last we arrived 
at a station on the border; I was tak-

s.s. Slndora and set sail for England 
on the 3rd of January. Arrived at 
Boston on the 6th, re-embarked on a 
tug up the canal to the pier. There 
were quite a few people on the banks 
of the canal who cheered us as we 
came along. We were met at the pier 
by the Mayor of Boston, ILA.M.C. men 
and some staff officers who were 
there to receive us. We were given 
plenty to eat and some cigars. One 
Red Cross train took all the stretcher 
cases and some of us to London. The 
remainder left on another train for 
Nottingham. The train arrived into 
Victoria Station at 1.30 and I believe 
every person in Nottingham that could 
manage it at all was there to give us 
a welcome. The station was decora­
ted with flags and carpet laid on the 
platform for us to walk on and pack­
ed with people who cheered us as we 
came out of the train. The Mayor 
of Nottingham was there to meet us, 
so we lined up in two ranks before 
him. He gave us a short address of 
welcome; there was also a guard of 
honor from the Nottingham Volunteer 
Corps, who presented arms while the 
National Anthem was played. We 
were led then up the staircase on the 
head of which we got cigarettes, choc- 
elates, cup of oxo, and biscuits, and 

: came out of the station and drove in 
motor cars to a Military Hospital, Al­
bert Hall, where I am putting in a 

! very pleasant time. The people are 
I doing their utmost to make life for us 
l more pleasant than it has been in the 
past Words dan’t express how do- 

j lighted I am to be back in England 
out of Germany. Now I have told you 

I all, so Cheer-O, I will soon be going 
home again.

Give my love to all the family and 
best wishes to all friends.

On Wednesday, 
Dec. 26th, we left Germany for Swit­
zerland, and we had three days on the 
train, and when we reached Con­
stance, we were four miles from the 
Swiss border and we changed over 
from a German train to the Swiss 
train. The cars were all lit up. The 
first station we drew up to the people 
gathered around and gave us cigars

We had but very 
j short delay there and got on the train 
again. After several hours traveling 
we stopped at another station. At a 
hotel they had everything arranged 
for us.

we had a good time. We have all thetion of a game of drafts, and a pack 
of cards sent out to one of the boys, 
and two magazines which I read over 
and over again.

I spent seven months and three 
weeks in that hospital, and at the end 
days before that the R.A.M.C. Sergt. 
Dec. 3rd the guard came for us; two 
days before that the R.A.M.C., Sergt 
Major in charge of us, told me that 
the doctor had recommended me for 
exchange, to be sent to England. You 
can't imagine my surprise. Anyway 
on the morning of the 4th I left with 
six more chaps for Dulmen camp. I 
was only there three nights and two 
days; can’t say much about it; didn’t 
have any of their food there, because 
I had plenty sent out in parcels from 
the Canadian Red Cross, and white 
bread sent from Copenhagen. I went 
before the doctor there for a medical 
examination and he made out my
papers for me to be sent to Konstanz 
(a camp on the border line of Swit­
zerland), but instead I was sent to 
Mannhein, where I arrived on the 8th 
December and went up before the 
Swiss doctors, who, I am glad to say, 
marked me for "Slightly" (a soldier's 
pet name for England). After I was 
there about a week my stock of food 
that I brought from Dulmen, was fin­
ished, so I had to begin again and eat 
the German food, which consisted of 
two slices of bread (worse than what 
I got in hospital) for the day, a mug 
of coffee, without sugar or milk for 
breakfast, soup for dinner, barley and 
potatoes, little bits of meat but most­
ly all water. At six I would get bar­
ley and water again; that was the 
menu all the while I was there except 
Xmas Day and then for dinner I got 
—well, the boys called it “fish soup”— 
but to say what it was like is impossi­
ble for me to try. I left Mannheim on 
the 28th for Dachen, where they treat­
ed me very good» It was a hospital 
that I went to which Was the first 
place that I had butter in, in Ger­
many.

On the first of the new year I left 
for England along with two hundred 
and fifty more prisoners, via Holland. 
After we crossed the border and ar­
rived at Roe en dale station, in Hol­
land, it was there that the Red Cross 
orderly in the train told us that we 
were no longer prisoners, and I soon 
found it out too. The Holland Red 
Cross gave us some tea, bread, cigars, 
cigarettes and apples. We went from 
that to Rotterdam, embarked on the

comforts that the people can find for 
us.

Mother if you see Mrs.----- , tell her
that I saw Jim at the place I was 
staying, and he asked me to write to 
his mother and tell her all about 
him, but I haven’t got time as yet. 
Mother I had a letter from Maud tell­
ing me that she was going home for 
three months. Five days afterward 
I was up for inspection. You will be 
all glad to hear that I am clear of 
German hands this time. It is a new 
life, I mean there are no barbed wire 
to look at when we go outside. All 
the boys are delighted that they are in 
a natural country. Remember me to 
Mrs. Coady and Mr. Coady and Mrs. 
Murphy, and Mr. Peddigrew and all 
the boys. I suppose they have not 
many of our boys home now. I have 
not got much more to tell you now, 
but I will on the next letter that I 
write. I must close my letter wishing 
you all a happy New Year.
