James Thomas Brudenell,seventh Earl
of Cardigan, who led the celebrated
charge of the Six Hundred at Balaklava,
and whose name has been prominently
before the public in more or less honor-
able connections throughout most of his
career, died at his seat in Northampton-
shire, England, on the 28th of March, in
consequence of a fall from his horse.
Hewas born in 1797, and entered the
army at the somewhat mature age of 27,
purchasing a cornetey in the 7th Hussars.
