Bemunerath n of Crown Witnesses.
A reference to the proceedings of 

the County Council will show that 
that body has adopted a measure none 
the less generous that it was neces­
sary, for the remuneration of indi­
gent witnesses for the Crown in cases 
of criminal'prosecution. Since the 
allowance to such witnesses has been 
cut off there have been many oases of 
hardship of which but few were 
aware. They might have been seen 
at Guelph during the last sitting of 
Court of Assizes. One in particular 
we noticed. A witness in a criminal 
case had come from the most remote 
part of one of the most remote town­
ships of the County, and had been on 
hand when the Court opened. His 
a. pcarance betokened, and his asser­
tions confirmed the supposition, that 
he was not one of those to whom For­
tune had been even moderately kind.
We are not'surc but he said he had 
borrowed the money which had paid 
his expenses up to the last day of the 
prolonged sitting of the Assizes, but 
here he was on that morning literally 
“ dead broke forty miles from home,” 
a perfect stranger, with no credit and 
no stock in trade except his plaintive 
story, which, we fear, availed him 
little. Possibly there were others as 
badly off as he, but this single case 
was sufficient to show the dire wrong 
of cutting off entirely all allowance to 
witnesses in criminal cases, no matter 
what their circumstances. Was that 
man to starve in ihe interests of jus­
tice, while the Government were cast­
ing about them to see what they could 
do with a surplus million of dollars ?t ^tU'CrUiSf WritO.

dering on barbarity to bring him back 
and imprison him for the crime of be­
ing unwilling to starve ? Can the ful­
filling of justice be supposed to be of 
BO much more interest to the indivi­
dual than to the Government (which 
in this instance, at least, means the 
country) that the former should be 
compelled to make all the sacrifice 
while the latter sits by with folded 
hands ? Or is a witness a less impor­
tant or indespensable individual than 
a juryman that the latter should be 
paid for pronouncing a prisoner a 
criminal, while the latter receives not 
a penny for proving him so ?

Thanks to the County Council,wit­
nesses summoned.to our Courts need 
not henceforth shirk their duty from 
a fear of wanting ihe necessaries of 
existence while detained here. The 
resolution authorizes the Judges to 
draw on the County Treasurer for 
the expenses of indigent witnesses, and 
from this it may be inferred that those 
whose circumstances are such as to 
admit of their taking a journey in the 
interests of justice without feeling 
the loss will be debarred from remu 
neration until the Government shall 
make different provision. The Judges 
will investigate all appeals,, and, be 
yond a doubt, act so as to prevent 
such cases of hardship as there have 
been already:

A False Humour.
A rumour of a startling character
