Evidence That One of the Cabinet Ministers Was Bribed by a Foreign S>n- 

dicate, the Purchase Money Being $37,000.

Vancouver, Jan. 22.—The World to­
night says that former Lands and 
Works Commissioner Green was brib­
ed by the Transcontinental Exploration 
syndicate of which Sir Adolph Caron 
is a moving spirit.

It claims that after Green had re­
fused as Commissioner of lands to is­
sue a lease for 32 sections of coal 
lands on Pine River a private arrange­
ment was arrived at whereby the leases 
were granted.

Caron wrote Green asking the latter 
to name a friend who could be trusted 
to hold shares in the syndicate in 
Green’s interest.

Green named N McKay, then private 
secretary of the Premier and who suc­
ceeded Green as Chief Commissioner.

Green then wrote Green stating the 
value of shares to be given as free 
gift was $37,000.

Later there was a hitch and the law­
yers for Caron laid the whole matter

before the executive council last May.'
When McKay was made chief com­

missioner in December the shares were 
transferred to Clerk of Lands and 
Works department.

The World states the transaction as 
the most appalling instance of Con­
servative Government corruption in 
this province.

listing of property.

THE FAMINE
Coal Dealers Say That This 

Chinook has Ended it

CUE THEIR IMPRESSIONS 
OFJflE STOINEENCY

Maintain That a Great Deal was 
Made Out of it

With the Chinook, it is hoped by 
dealers, has cornel, to the end of the 
coal crisis. A epresentative of the 
Albertan called on the leading coal 
merchants in the city.

R. C. Thomas stated that the coal 
situation in Calgary had been great­
ly exaggerated in the papers; there 
was plenty of soft coal vo be had, 
and all that was necessary v as for 
the public toeducate themselves to 
the standard necessary to obtain the 
best results from the fuel at their 
disposal. Personally he was not or­
dering much hard coal from the 
north as people were kicking at the 
price he was obliged to ask for it. 
AU his orders were being filled to 
date.

C. S. Lott stated that while the 
outlook had never been serious, yet 
at the present time with the warm­
er weather all domestic embarass- 
ment would speedily be ended. He 
had been obliged to apportion his 
output firstly to the hospitals, fire 
brigade and public institutions which 
must be supported, and then to the 
public. He ventured to think that 
while some few had been inconven­
ienced, none had actually suffered to 
any extent.

W. Peet, of Toole, Peet & Co., 
opined that with respect to the fuel 
crisis a mountain had been made out 
of a mole hill. They were at the 
present time supplying their custom­
ers to date, but certainly were cut­
ting their orders in half in order to 
avoid any future complications in 
the event of the Chinook not last­
ing. With the warmer weather Cal­
gary would be inundated with coal.

McLaren Bros ■ were booking or­
ders two weeks ahead and filling 
them right away.

The C.P.R., though congested at 
one time and diffident in shipping 
the necessary freight, were moving 
things along rapidly.

The others aU appear to be grad­
ually increasing their suppl es and 
in the near future hope to hear 
that all the coal, cellars in Calgary 
are replenished and full to overflow­
ing.

■CAPPER BY COED

Some Good Advice From Man­
ager of Coal Mines

Lewis Stricket manager of the Bank- 
head coal mine was registered yester­
day at the Alberta Hotel. In an in­
terview on the coal question with a 
representative of the Albertan he said

“Mines like the majority of other in­
dustries are affected by the vicissi­
tudes of the weather and more express­
ly those of the thermometer.

“As soon as the mercury falls below 
zero trouble begins, the water iq the 
various levels freeze, the engine opera­
ting at the shaft is incapable of doing 
the same amount of work it can do in 
milder weather. Even the mineral 
seams are affected.

“The output of the Bankhead mine 
decreased by half during the coldest 
snap, but with the Chinook which we 
have been experiencing the last few 
days our normal output ôf 1Î06 tons a 
day will' soon be reached again.

“Do the railways in any way hinder 
you from dispatching coal to the cities 
and towns?" Mr. Strickett

“No, decidedly not. The C. P. R. 
have throughout this trying period 
kept in pace with our output, and have 
to my knowledge fulfilled their moral 
obligations in this respect towards the 
public at their own personal inconveni­
ence and expense.

“We can all understand readily that 
railways are similarly if not more seri­
ously hindered by blizzards and storms 
than other commercial bodies."

'We are about to instal extra ma­
chinery and appliances at the mine to 
increase our daily output by one third 
and we hope in this way to avoid an­
other such a crisis as we have now 
been thorough next year.

“It is however very necessary that 
the public should for their own sakes 
work in conjunction with us for one 
mutual benefit, by laying In during 
the summer months a good supply in 
their cellars and store houses. We are 
building large sheds and storage con­
veniences at the mines to lay up a cer­
tain amount for a rainy day.

"In mining it is impossible to say 
when this rainy day will occur. The 
mine may cave in, an explosion may 
take place, the levels may be flooded, 
and as we have seen down south there 
may be a strike or even an epidemic.

“Such being the case it is up to the 
public! forewarned is forearmed.

“Yes" replied the manager" to a ques 
tion by our representative, Calgary will 
receive more than its share of coal, and 
if the Chinook continues for a week or 
so this cry for more coal, more coal 
will cease to exist

BANFF’S FIGHT
FOR ITS GAME

An Important Meeting Held 
There Saturday Night

Saturday ufglù.-**t.. nMting was held 
in the police barracks, Banff, with 
the object of Iforming a local branch 
of the Alberta Fish and Game Pro­
tective association. Among other 
things it was suggested that mem­
bers be appointed ex-officio game 
guardians. The necessity of this 
arose from the fact of there being 
considerable and blatant acts of 
poaching carried on, deer being kill­
ed within a mile of the town. As 
many of the members are guides, it 
is to be hoped that their presence in 
the community /in such capacity will 
have a deterrent effect upon those 
gentlemen who are nothing more or 
less than a menace to the public wel­
fare. In Great Britain the poacher 
steals from the larder of the rich 
man, and in his own social circle 
obtains a deal of sympathy and of­
ten, when hard pressed, assistance. 
Poaching in Banff has another and 
less romantic aspect—the person who 
deliberately goes out to kill game 
within the confines of the park is 
assisting in lowering the revenue of 
towns situated within those boun­
daries. .

There was present a very represen­
tative body of Banff’s citizens, in­
cluding Howard Douglas, N. K.

Some Changes
in the Proposition

The City Council Committee Are Having Secret 

Meetings to Arrive at Decision,

The committee representing the 
city to negotiate with the power 
company on the sub-ect of power, 
have met but in secret. They have 
decided to hold all their meetings 
in secret, until they have a confer­
ence with the representatives of the 
power company, which will be pub­
lic. At these jprivate meetings only 
members of the committee are pre­
sent.

The Albertan has been, informed 
that the company is prepared to 
make another change in their offer.

When the offer was first made, the 
Albertan called attention to the fact 
that power was being made at the 
power house for a less pr ce than 
these people offered. This was fol­
lowed by the offer of a test for 
a month, when the company wonld 
agree to give power for half the 
price of power as now manufactur­
ed, counting in both sinking fund 
and interest.

The Albertan again called atten­
tion to the fact that this amended 
offer made no reduction for com­
modity. The company is now pre­
pared to make a reduction in rates 
as the supply increases.

Alexander & Budd have sen* to 
the different aldermen what pur­
ports to be a statement of the do­
ings of the municipal plan* at the 
present time.

It is figured out that the city is 
losing money to the extent of three 
thousand dollars on their present 
prices, while by accepting the com­
pany’s proposition, it would be 
making eight thousand dollars, af­
ter paying sinking fund and inter­
est,

A public conference between the 
company and the committee of the 
council will be held in the city hall 
some time during the end of the 
present week.
