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PAPER GLOVES AND HOSIERY.

This is the Latest Achicvement of an Age
of Invention.

Paper gloves and hosiery are named as
among the very latest novelties. Stock-
ings which sell at 3 cents a pair are pro-
posed. In fact, the experiment of making
paper stockings has been going on for sev-
eral months, and the party engaged thercin
believes that pretty mittens or gloves
would possess advantages in their season.
The goods are light aund airy and very
comfortable in summer.

When finished and dyed their appear-
ance is eimilar to ordinary iubrie goods,
The knitting is from paper yarus. The
paper yarns are made pretty much after
the plan of making common paper twines,
except that the former are put turough
certain special processes, The principie is
that of making a sort of a nap on the
Varns. This is done automatically.
Ordinary paper twine or yarns are too
smooth, but a good gigping up gives the
yarn a nap, and this imparts scftness.
After the knitting has.been dene the goods
are placed in a sizing bath made from
potato starch and taliow, which imparts
solidity and durability to the texture.

Praise for Mr. Turner.

The Toronto Globe, in speaking of the
fatal accident near Weston Friday af-
ternoon on the G. T. R., says: William
Turner, of London, the Canadian ex-
press agent on the London local, is a
plucky man. Though he was shocked
into insensibility when the crasn ocC-
curred, and was badly cut and bruised
about the face and head, his first
thought upon recovering was not of
himself, but of the duties of his post.
The most important of these was the
care and delivery of the cash safe that
had been intrusted to him. Without
waiting for a doctor Turner came on to
Toronto as soon as he could, and de-
livered the strong box at the company’s
office here. Then he had his wounds
dressed by Dr. Riordan. He has an
ugly bruise on the right side of the
head, and another extending from the
right ear to the right eye. His lips are
cut and his left arm bruised and swol-
len. Though he received a severe shock
his injuries are not considered serious.
He left last night at 10:30 for home. Mr.
C. J. Atkinson, secretary of the Indus-
trial School board, boarded the train
at Forest on his way to Toronto. Re-
ferring to the accident he says: A pas-
senger in the near Pullman, whao is con-
nected with the London street railway,
( old me that he had been conversing
with a trainman on the subject of ac-
cidents, and was advised if he ever hap-
pened to be in one, to grab hold of the
pole overhead to which the curtains are
suspended. When he heard the porter
shout this advice occurred to him, and
hesreached for the pole. He swung from
this and escaped injury, with the excep-
tion of a blow on the head. In order to
get out from the ruins he knocked out
a piece of the partition between two
windows. A short time previous to the
accident a stove had been lit, as the
steam pipes had frozen, and when the
smash came the car caught fire.
