British Success in the Armored 
Train Fight Confirmed-

Enemy Lost About 53 Killed 
and Many Wounded.

British Had Two Men Killed and 
Fifteon Wounded.

Unnecessary Alarm Created by Lord 
Wolseley’s Summary of the 

Natal Situation.

London,' Oct. 24.—'News has at length 
fceen received direct from Col. B-aden- 
Powell, dated Mafeking, Oct. 15. It 
confirms the statement that in the 
armored train fight the British had 2 
men killed and 15 wounded, including 
Lieut. Lord -Oh as. Bentinck. of the 
Ninth Lancers slightly wounded.

THE BOBU LOSS, 
was estimated at 53 killed and many 
wounded. The latest advices from 
Kimberley, under date of Oct. 21, said 
the Boer attack was still pending, and 
that large Boer forces in the neighbor­
hood had destroyed oig sections of the 
railroad line north and south of the 
town. Many fugitives from neighbor­
ing villages have been imprisoned by 
the Boers. Several ladies, hearing their 
husbands had been captured, visited 
the Boer camp and were courteously 
received. Their intercession for their 
husbands was successful!, and the re­
united families have arrived at Kim­
berley. The prisoners report that they 
were well treated.

UNNECESSARY ALARM.
London, Oct. 24.—.The war office here 

this morning has been attempting to 
explain the summary of tin.- siiuaiiun 
In -Natal, furnished by the commander- 
in-chief of ttoe iorces. Field Marshal 
Lord Wolseley, to trie House ol Com­
mons yesterday. His statement is now 
said to have created unnecessary alarm, 
and it is asserted that what the official 
note called Gen. YUle’s "retirement,” 
would be more accurately described as 
"a change of position for tactical rea­
sons,” and that the alarm for the 
safety of the wounded is not justified. 
It is further explained that the wound­
ed could not be moved, but the facf 
that they had to be leit to their fate 
while the British forces made a strate­
gie movement to the rear shows thr 
suspense of the public at the absence 
of subséquent news is simply justified 
and that the heavy fighting on Friday j 
and Saturday perhaps, is only a

In some quarters the view is taken 
that the second attack of the Boers 
has actually occurred, and was so suc­
cessful that Gen. Yule's withdrawal 
was inxperative and urgent, to the ex­
tent of compelling him to leave his 
hospitals In the hands of the Boers, 
while the more sanguine express the 
opinion that Gen. Yule, far from re­
treating, has in reality advanced to 
meet the attack threatening Glencoe, 
leaning Dundee behind, safely shelter­
ed from a Boer assault.

In the absence of authentic news 
there are a number of contradictory 
rumors afloat; but the most reasonable 
Interpretation of the various reports 
seems to point to some artillery prac­
tice at Glencoe Saturday and Sunday,

NO FIGHTING AT CLOSE QUART­

ERS.
As. however, communications between 
Glencoe and Ladysimith, which were 
thought to have been restored by the 
British victory at Eiandslaagte, have 
again been broken by the destruction 
of the railway bridge at Yasehbank, 
north of Ladysmith, and between 
Elands'iaagte and Glencoe, the diffi­
culties of the British commander in 
Natal, Gen. Sir George Stewart White, 
In reinforcing Glencoe, have been en- 
orously increased, and until the Brit­
ish forces at Ladysmith and Glencoe 
are united and the main body of the 
Boers is broken, the

SITUATION MUST REMAIN DIS­
QUIETING 

for the British.
The afternoon newspapers have 

sharply criticised Lord Wolseley’s sum­
mary of the Natal situation. They 
eay it was a distinct resemblance to 
the statement of the Spanish ministry 
ivhen preparing their countrymen for 
news of the disaster of Santiago. This, 
however, is -probably an overstrained 
view. There is no denying, however, 
the great suspense and anxiety exist­
ing, which has ‘been increased by the 
-sport in circulation purporting to ema­
nate from official quarters, to the ef­
fect that the Boers have secured the 
services of 13,000 natives.

MISGIVINGS AROUSED.
The vague and varied estimates of 

the Boer losses and the absence of 
anything official on the subject are al­
so arousing -misgivings as to whether 
the beaten enemy suffered proportion­
ately to the disastrous losses of the 
victors.

One of the most disquieting stories 
cbmes from Ladysmith. It is to the 
effect that an Englishman, who arriv­
ed there from Dundee on Sunday ev­
ening after escaping through the Boer

'on the -previous night, reported 
that the enemy was then shelling the 
camp and town with heavy guns, while 
the shells of the British were unable 
to reach the enemy's batteries. Sub­
sequently, the -man is • said to have 
added, the camp tvas shifted a mile or 
so in order to be out of reach of the 
Boers, who were firing on the magazine 
in the town.

but twho lacked previous dttil, and 
take ia their places the more accept­
able men, who are now offering their 
services. Men who have served long 
terms in- the militia, and those who 
have taken courses at the -military 
schools are now being preferred, and 
oLliers, up matter now perfect physfcal- 
ly, have very little chance of being 
chosen. A cause for general dissatis­
faction among the men of the -perman­
ent force is that the men who have 
been chosen will have to be lorwerea in 
rank. They consider it unfair that a 
man who has made tt his life’s busi­
ness to be a soldier, and who has a 
certificate entitling him to be an in­
structor, should have to go as one of 
the lower non-commissioned officers. A 
batch of Brantford men came in this 
morning. Among them was a Holland­
er. who has been but a short time in 
Canada, and who has served four years 
as a sergeant in the regular army of 
Holland Upon Capt. Stuart hinting 
that there might be a possibility of 
disloyalty to the Dutch -in his desire to 
fight the Boers, he laughingly replied 
that he cotiki nardly be termed a 
traitor for fighting against a people so 
long separated from the Dutch of Hol­
land.

Some applications- have been made 
to Capt. Stuart by anxious parents to 
have their sons dismissed. In one case 
a brother of one of the volunteers came 
from a nearby to-wn, and asked that 
the boy be allo-wed to go home. His mo­
ther was in great trouble o-n account 
of his volunteering, but as the voung 
fellow was of age, had been sworn in’, 
and was anxious to go, it -wa® left to 
himself. He decided to remain in the 
contingent. Another gentleman came 
up from St. Thomas. His son had en­
listed, and as -the mother could not 
have him go, he desired -they should 
not take him. The boy was only 19 
years old. He was in the ranks drill­
ing at the time, having already been 
«worn in. but an order was procured 
tr-om Col. Hol-mes, and he was dis­
missed.

A BUS SERVICE
Labor Organizations Say They Will 

Furnish a Complete One This Win­
ter-Cheap Fares Promised.

The following is handed in for pub­
lication:

"Last evening a meeting of the joint 
strike committee of the Trades Council 
and Division 97, that is destined to have 
an important beaming on the street car 
strike, was held in Labor Hall, and its ! 
deliberations were not concluded before j 
2 o’clock in the morning. Earlier in 
vlie everting the largest meeting of ! 
strikers for weeks was held, and it was 
clearly evident that the men are ani­
mated with renewed confidence and de­
termination. Tonight a very important 
meeting of the Trades and Labor 
Council will be held, when the pians 
of the strike committee will be sub­
mitted and acted upon. The commit­
tee are confident that they can 
Place a good winter -bus service on 
every route in -the city, -and the inten­
tion is to buy both busses and teams I 
outright, and stop the big expense now ! 
entailed in hiring them. Up to date 
over $6.000 has been expended in bus 
and team hire, a sum more than suffi­
cient to have bought the outfit entire. 
The labor organizations are determin­
ed to prosecute the strike with renew­
ed vigor, and it is probable that not 
only will a complete service be given, 
but a two or three-cerat fare put ni 
operation. The public can rest satisfied 
that the rumors that the strike is to 
be called -off were set in circulation to 
Vidace peo-ple to ride in the cars. The 
Trades and Labor Council and» I>ivision 
97 have as little inclination to call the 
strike -off as they had last June, and 
they will carry on the struggle until 
the London Street Railway Company 
Is prepared to meet and settle the ex­
isting difficulty by arbitration.

"At tonight’s meeting of the Trades 
and Labor Council arrangements will 
be perfected for a monster demonstra­
tion in aid of the strike.”

Letter From the Secretary of the St ! 

Thomas Streat Railway Men in the 
London Free Press.

St. Thomas, Oct. 13, 1S93. 
Gentlemen,—My attention was called 

to a piece in your -paper yesterday, 
which stated that the employes of the 
Si. Tho-mas street railway went on 
strike -because two union men were 
discharged. We wish it to be clearly 
understood that this is -not the case. 
The employes of the St. Thomas street 
railway went on strike: First, because 
seniority was not countenanced: sec­
ond, because the company would not 
reco-gnize the union; third, because the 
company would not guarantee the -men 
ten hours per day, and for several 
other smaller reasons. As soon as lha 
company began to see their finish if 
the strike continued, the executive of 
the union was sent for, and satisfac­
tory arrangements were -made, the 
company giving what the men want­
ed, with the exception that the dis­
charged men were not taken back.
