John Stewart, of Hamilton, in Despond- 
ency From Sufering, Shoots 

Himself.
NIAGARA FALLS, Ont., Jan. 17.—John 

Stewart, a prominent resident of Hamil­
ton, Ont., is dying at the Broezel House, 
Buffalo, with the life blood slowly ebbing 
away from a bullet wound inflicted on 
himself with suicidal intent. Mr. Stewart 
is n. member of the well-known firm 
of Hendrie and Company, of Hamilton. 
He arrived at the Broezel House, Buffalo, 
about a week ago with his wife to take 
medical treatment, and the couple 
were intending to go to Dansville, N. Y., 
Sanitarium yesterday afternoon.

Stewart went into the bath-room off his 
room and shut the door. Almost immedi­
ately afterwards a shot was heard. When 
the door was opened Stewart was found on 
the floor in a pool of blood. The bullet 
had entered his left side in the region of 
the heart. The man was taken to the 
Emergency Hospital and stimulants were 
administered, but the doctors thought he 
had but a little while to live. The cause of 
the attempted suicide is attributed to Mr. 
Stewart’s despondency over ill-health. He 
was a severe sufferer from kidney disease. 
His family consists of his wife, who is 
prostrated by her husband’s attempt on his 
life, and two children.

The Conflict in Brazil.

After the rebels had resisted for 
eighteen days the sorties of the Govern­
ment troops, the latter made a final sortie 
and put the insurgents to flight.

The Anarchists stood their ground until 
several were killed or wounded and then 
fled. They were pursued by the cavalry 
and finally dispersed. Eight persons alto­
gether were killed and a number wounded. 
Among the wounded are several soldiers. 
Many arrests were made.
