Paris, Oct 11.—A scheme is on foot 
to start in Paris the highest-prlees daily 
newspaper of the present day. It is to be 
called Le Journal International, to be 
published in French, and to be sold at 
10 cents a copy.

The object of the publication is to re­
gard political affairs from a strictly in­
ternational standpoint, and for that pur­
pose an international advisory board is 
to meet yearly to consider the policy of 
the journal. Lord Weardale for Great 
Britain, George Brandes for Denmark, 
County Albert Apponyi for Hungary, and 
Baroness Von Sutner for Austria, are 
members of the board, and Theodore 
Stanton, an American journalist, as edi­
tor.

Large premises have been taken in 
Paris, and it is stated the newspaper will 
be started in February.
