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Economic Value of Canal.

The question of the security of the 
Suez Canal is. to most countries Inter­
ested in it, not military, but economic. 
Only to England. India and Australia 
is it of the first strategic, as well as 
economic, importance. But, according 
to the Egyptian accounts, capitulatory 
powers In the recent negotiations in 
London made it clear that, unless the 
canal is properly safeguarded and wise­
ly administered, it will not serve com­
merce well. That is why they demand 
satisfactory guarantees from the Egyp­
tians toward that end. and, from their 
point of view, these have not so far 
been forthcoming.

Then for a long time past the Com- 
conwealth and India have had a griev­
ance because the canal dues are so 
heavy and the dividends of the share- 
holders so high.

The Egyptians appear to suppose that
