At last a young 
Englishman named Osment gained access to 
the steeple, and passed a plank out of a hole 
in it- about five feet from the basket of the 
balloon. Telling a man inside to hold it, he 
stepped out and told the now almost power, 
less æronaut to have courage, at the same 
time steady ing the basket so as to allow him 
to relax his hold on the rope.

In the meantime another brave fellow 
named Stephenson had reached a hole in 
the steeple, just above the balloonist's 
head, and reaching out, succeeded in catch­
ing him by the arm and hoisting him in, 
aid the deafening cheers of the mul-

The æronaut was not seriously hurt, 
and upon regaining terra firma thanked his 
deliverers.

Paris, July 3, midnight The Count de 
Chambord has issued the following mani 
festo:— Frenchmen, — You have required 
temporary expedients of safety. The coun­
try now seems to be on the eve of fresh dan- 
gers; France has need of loyalty. My birth 
made me your king. 1 wouldbe wanting 
in the most sacred of duties if I neglected 
to make a supreme effort to overthrow 
the interposing barriers of prejudice. 
I am aware of the accusations against me; I 
have remained silent in order not to add to 
the difficulties of the illustrious soldier who 
protects you. Because of accumulation of 
errors and falsehoods, silence is no longer 
permissible. Persons have pretended to 
understand from previous declarations,
that I placed Royal power above
the laws and dreamed of unheard
of Governmental combinations based upon 
absolutism and arbitrary ideas. The French 
Christian Monarchy is a limited Monarchy, 
in its very essence it borrows nothing from 
Governments of fortune which promise 
boundless prosperity and lead to ruin. This 
limited Monarchy admits of the existence 
of two ( Chambers, one nominated by the 
King and the other by the nation, account- 
ing legally established suffrage. The 
union of the people and the King 
enabled the ancient Monarchy to 
frustrate for centuries the calculations of 
those seeking to domineer over the people 
by contending against the king. It is untrue 
that my policy is ai variance with the aspira 
tions of the country. We both desire the 
strong reparative powers which a durable 
alliance with a monarchy alone can give. I 
wish the representatives of the nation to be 
vigilant auxiliaries for the examination of 
questions submitted to them, but will not 
have a barren Parliamentary struggle from 
which the sovereign often issues 
powerless and weakened. In rejecting fo 
reign and imported formula with its King 
Whmcojwrsthcerery reconcneu, res there be a 
truce to our divisions. Is at not time to re- 
store prosperity and grandeur to France 
with the venerable royalty.
