mained unmnolested until the 23rd of
August, when, having completed her
cargo of skins, she sailed for home. The
U. %0 Revenue cutter was not sighted
during the cruise, although her smoke
was seen one day during July. In
Behring’s Sea 2,180 skins were taken,
which added to the coast catch made
the total number brought home by the
Viva the handsome figure of 3,052.

A very quick run was made from
Behring Sea home, Cape Beale being
reached by the Viva, in eon:lpsny with
the Penelope, in about nine days.- Noth:
ing was seen of the Theresa onthe d
trip. There was no wreck, or of
wreck, to be seen at or near Cape Beale.
Capt. Alex. McLean, of the Mary Ellen,
who was spoken on A tsth;repqrbeti
seeing a schooner, which he took to be
the Theresa, sailing toward Ounalaska.
It was a very fine day, and the Mary
Ellen’s boats were all out. Capt. Mec-
Lean thought that the actions of the

The first three boats spoken by the
Viva during the trip—the Penelope,
Pathfinder and Annie C. Moore—are
now in port. The Bessie Rutter, an
American boat, was spoken oh July
20th, with 200 skins ; the Maggie Mac
on the 30th of July had 800 and the
Mary Ellen 1,600 on August 8th.

Vl(”ilen the Pathfinder was met with
on the 19th of July she had 449 skins.
The Viva then had 420. The Path-
finder was overhauled by the revenue
cutter and dispossessed of her catch,
and was compelled to sail home empt;
handed. me idea of what her catc
might have been can' be arrived at by
comparison with the catch of the Viva.

With a good boat and a good crew,
with pleasant weather most of the time,
Capt. Baker says that the tr}f was al-
together a satisfactory one. is catch
of sealskins is the largest yet brought in
this season.

I am glad to hear that
there is' some talk of establishing a
teaching universig in Victoria. Such
an institution would . react favorably on
the whole system of education, th
public and high schools, as well as beu
great benefit in itself. I trust to hear
of the project being vigorously pushed.
British Columbia is the only one of owr
rovinces without a college or univer-
sity, and it is so far removed from the
other provinces that such an institution
seems even more necessary here than in
some of ‘the others.” :

The city and the vince will of
course assist, but I hope to hear of the
wealthy men of the city taking hold and
contributing liberally to endow the
proposed institution. In no other way
can they confer so great a benefit on the
province in which they have made their
money.

I am very much pleased at the liber-
ality of the provincial legislature in so
well supporting a public school system
in a province where population is so
sparse, and there are many other diffi-
culties to be overcome, It seems to me
also that great credit is due the superin-
tendent of education for the thorough
organization and rapid development of
the system.
