DEBATE ON ADBRESS
" WAS CONTINUED

Opposition Members Fling the
lj)sual Charges at Premier
and Colleagues

(From Wednesday's Dally)

The debate on the Speech from ‘the
Throne dragged on its weary course
in the legislature 'yesterday, unre-
lieved by humor or incident. The Op-
position members from the upper
country brought forth again those in-
dictments against the government hal-
lowed by age and tradition, and hinging
for the most part on the misuse of
public moneys and such and such
trails, roads and the like.

A Dbill to license clubs to sell in-
toxicating liquors was presented Dby
the attorney-general, who also fath-
ered one for the revision of the stat-
utes of British- Columbia. The latter
is a formal measure aiming to bring
up to date the statutes which' have
not been consolidated since 1897.

The most interesting feature in con-|

nection with the debate was an ap-
peal by Mr. Hayward for reform in the
administration of the school act. ' He.
complained that at present the farm-
ers must bear all the burden of the
schools in the rural municipalities, all
other classes than land-owners getting
off without payment of achool taxes.

Premier McBride announced the
personnel of the following. commit-
tees: Private bills, mining, raillway,
municipal, agriculture, printing and
public accounts.

He noted an oversight on the part
of the ' -Lieutenant-Governor ."in not
having a clause in the Speech con-

gratulating his ministérs on the man- |

ner in which they had used the re-
sources of the province to enable
them to elect Conservatives at the
elections. - He could agree with the
Leader of the Opposition - that not
all the government agents were
active electioneers. The agent in
Greenwood ' was above that, but the
majority of them were electioneering
from Jdn. 1 to Dec. 31, spending
more: time in: -that pursuit than in
their proper work. Mr. Naden closed
with a few strictures on the Con-
servative party for their -alleged elec-
tion tactics.

Mr. Kergin, member for Skeena,
followed. He took wup the points
mentioned by ‘Mr. Naden regarding
Prince Rupert. He&“dwelt on the re-
sources of 'Queen Charlotte islands
and Skeena district, stating that they
were as i as Vancpuver ‘island,
be even greater.

He con-
gratulated the governmeyt -on . the
appointment of Mr. Palmer as . Deputy
Minister of Agriculture. However,

would give attention’  tg this mattser.
Nothing would help the province
more than a prosperous agricultural
community. Even though the soil
was most fertile, and the farmers
hard working, the agricultural com-
munity - was not. getting i{ts deserts.
Former governments had taken great
interest  in encouraging -the creamery
industry, and he’' ‘wanted to ask the
government to show the same interest
in the poultry and fruit growing in-
dustries. © He ' mentioned that this
province was importing enormous
quantities of eggs, for example, a
state of affairs which has no right to
exist..

Speaking - of the fruit growing in-
dustry in particular, Mr. Hayward
said it was the duty of parliament to
look after the markets of the north-
west for .British Columbia fruit. It
should even keep a man in the North-
west to keep in -touch with condi-
tions there and look after our inte-
rests.

Regarding timber, Mr. Hayward said
that there was four-and one-half bil-
lion feet of timber . about Cowichan
lake alone, some of the land running
as high as 800,000 feet to the acre. The
government should see to it that there
was a more efficient system of fire
protection. The only way to prevent dis-
astrous fire was to make all the peo-

The debate on the Speech from the
" Throne was resumed. r. - Naden
- . epeniag-for the Opposition. He noticed
. that most of the speakers so. far had
wandered from- the subject matter of
‘the Speech.

would be as easy as to get a drink
_of whiskey in Prince Rupert,
. He wished to congratulate Mr.
. Taylor on his appointment as Minister
"of Works. - British Columbia would
;bardly cavil at the extra expenditure
if it would allow the
‘Crown Lands to put .his department
_into shape so that intending settlers
may have an opportunity of gétting
‘on to the lands in this province. For
_years it has been impossible for in-
tending settlers to get any information
from the government, as to where they
- could get land for' preemptiomn.
The government issu pamphlets

“with general information, but for|

actual concrete information, it was
not to be secured in any government
office in the country. f

Speaking of the Greenwood riding
'in particular, Mr. Naden stated that
‘ conditions there were much better
now than they were a year ago. At
‘ that time almost every mine was clos-
ed down owing to the slump in the
price of copper. Now most were
working full time. He drew attention
of the need of better protection for
. citizens in. the |boundary = district.
- During the year there had been a
series of burglaries, culuminating in
.the murder of an estimable citizen
at Midway, and none of the griminals
had been captured.

Mr. Naden was glad to hear the
Premlier declare that constituences re-
presented by Liberals were to get a

. square deal in the estimates. He
said that the Kettle River bridge had
served well the purpose for which it
was built, to hold the Conservative

. votes in the district. = For any -other
purpose it might as well be at the
North Pole. 4

He was glad to hear that the gov-
ernment’s policy of ‘administering the
¢licenses 'in the unorganized districts
was a good thing for the temiperance
cause, for it was also a good thing
for the government. When the Pr:-
mier said that twenty-five licenses
. had been cancelled and that the ma-
jority of these had been held by
- conservatives, Mr. Naden sald he
. could readily believe the statement and
it would be hard to find saloon-keep-
ers in the .unorganized districts who

would dare to say they were Liberals. |

The arrangement between the gov-
ernment and the Grand Trunk Pacific
was not easy to discuss untll more
“information had been given the House.
The government deserved credit’ for
refusing to allow the Townsite of
Prince Rupert to be placed on the

, market last fall, and also for deciding
. that the. streets woud be laid out and
, walks laid berore the lots were sold.
The government also deserved credit
for refusing to grant liquor licenses
in Prince Rupert. Anyone who had
lived there during the past six months
could see a distinct benefit resulting
from this policy. He had been asked
to present a petition from the people
.of the city against the granting of
licenses there, but the paper was not
vet ready and it had been sald that
.a great deal of liquor was being
sold there and that there had been
connivance on the part of the govern-
ment. This he believed to be false.
He believed that the government had
been “flin flammed,” with regard to
the water front agreement. Outside
of one block of 1,600 feet, the part
taken by the wgovernment was not
worth much.

An Appeal for the Farmer,

The application of the school act in
rural municipalities was not fair to
the farmer declared Mr. Hayward. At
present the municlpalities cannet tax
anything but the land. Inm the -case
-of Buch big Industries as 'saw  mills,
smelters, etc.,, many of which are con-
trolled by United States capital, many
people send their children to school and
pay no taxes at all. Store keepers, real
estate agents, doctors, lawyers, and
others are not taxed for the schools.
ft .'was unfair that the farmer should
pay the entire bill. There should be a
law giving the municipalitigs power to
tax real estate, personal property and
even to levy a poll tax for schools.

As for the liquor laws, Mr. Hayward
was in favor of the government in-
spection of the liquor sold behind the
bars in British Columbia. The stuff
retailed in many cases now was enough
to kill anybody. In conclusion be de-
clared that he was in favor of the bill
to distribute water and recounted his
experience at the Vernon convention
last August.

Again the Opposition was given the

ear of the house. Mr. Yorston this

time taking the floor. He was pleased
to see that the government was taking
up the matter of irrigation. In Cari-
‘boo, he stated, there were thousands of
acres of the best agricultural lands
which could be brought under cultiva-
tion {f there was irrigation. He com-

plained of the lack of facilities for

getting the produce of the upper dis-
tricts to market. He made the com-
plaint that has several times been
voiced by the Opposition members re-
garding the difficulty of “settler versus
speculator.” He complained of the
meéthods employed in spending the
money of the government on his con-
stituency and recited many anecdotes
to serve as instances.

_Mr. McPhillips moved that the house
adjourn from the debate. Mr, Ross
‘presented a petition won behalf of D.
C. Corbin and others asking for an act
to incorporate the Flathead valley
Railway company.

The  Attorney General then intro-
duced the two bills relating to the
licensing of clubs to sell liquor and the
consolidation of the statutes.

(Delta) moved adjournment of the
debate, for that meant that Mr. Oliver
would be the opening speaker today,
and that things would be interesting.
When Hon. Mr. Bowser arose to Sec-
ond ‘the ‘motion,:the interest grew and
magnified. Today's debate, with
Messrs. Bowser and Oliver on the
floor, ‘will probably be the most in-
teresting feature that this session has
a8 yet presented. i

Mr. Tatlow presented a bill intitled
“An Act to Amend the Horticultural
Board Act.” This bill was introduc-
ed and read a first time,

The debate on the address in reply
to the speech from the throne was
renewed, A. E. McPhillips, K. C.,, M.P.
P. (Islands) opening for the govern-
ment side. In referring to the vari-
ous clauses in the speech he mention-
ed in connection with the death of
Sir. Henri Joly de Lotbiniere and the
Quebec Tercentenary, the great in-
fluence the French-Canadian had upon
the destinies : of Canada. He spoke
of the great pioneers who were res-
ponsible for the opening. up. of the
west, and notably Simon Fraser whose
centenary was observed. last autumn,

The leader of the Opposition had,
‘Mr,. McPhilips sald, referred rather
flippantly to the statement he had at-
tributed to the Premniér that the proy-

§

Ince was bapkrupt In 1903., The Pre-|

mier had. never .made this statement.
He had sald that when the present
administration came iInto power the
credit of the province was so crip-
pled that extraordinary measures had.
to be adopted to rehabilitate it. Any-
one familiar with the circumstances
was aware that the government had
gone about this in a business ‘like
way

Mr. McPhillips agreed with the Pre-

.mier as to the advisability of granting

- longer. tenure in the case of timber
Jleases. It was expedient to take
measures to prevent the trusts, whose
influence had proved so disastrous in
the United States, from gaining a
similar foothold here, but if it was
possible to inake the leases longer it
should be done. He was pleased to
hear the reports of the members from
Greenwood and Skeena with *regard to
the administration of the liquor laws
Jn the north. Although he believed
that the administration of the law
should be as rigid and precise as pos-

'sible. 1If a man were found to have

sold liquor to an intoxicated man sev-
eral times he should  be forever de-
prived of his license,
The Pre-Emption Problem.

With reference to the alleyed dis-
crimination in favor of speculators in
the Nechaco and Bulkley valleys, he
thought that the government of the
day and the Conservative party was
hardly to be criticized on its conduct
of that region. In 1903 Mr. McPhil-
lips himself had gone through the dis-
trict with the Premier and Mr. Fulton
and had found large tracts of land
under reserve. Mr. Fulton had dis-
cussed the matter with people in the
district, and' on his return to Viec-
toria had cancelled the reserves. The
Opposition speakers had said that
settlers had gone in and found that
the land on which they settled had
been reserved. by somebody else. But
the government could not at this ear-
ly date be criticised on this score. In
his own interest the settler should
not go into a country until it had been
opened up by survey, the building of
roads, etc. When this had been done
the government would be in a position
to give full information as to the
available lands. These men who ven-
ture now into those regions were not
bona fide settlers but In reality spec-
ulators, who wished to get hold of
some land and hold it until it had in-
creased in value. The leader of the
Opposition forgot that he might have
applied his mind more successfully

to the ploneer settlers of Vancouver
Island.

“If 1 remember well” said Mr. Mc-
Phillips, “the leader's voice was heard
in ‘the interests of the capitalists
rather than on behalf of the settlers.”

The gaovernment was to be com-
mended for what it had done with
regard to the Grand Trunk Pacific
Railway in this province. If the gov-
ernment had not been alive to the
interests of the province, Prince
Rupert would have been built on Dig-
by Island, and the province would not
be quarter owner in a city destined to
be among the greatest in the country.

As for the Alaska-Yukon Exposi-
tion, the Leader of the Opposition
seemed to think that a specidal effort
should be made by the government to
secure representation at that event.
The province had been under heavy
burdens, and was not getting its full
due from the federal government.
The exposition was to be national in
character, and the great share of the
burden should be borme by the dom-
infon.

Referring, in conclusion to the fiscal
policy of the administration, Mr., Mc-
Phillips stated that the government
had reduced taxes year by year, and
he saw no reason why, by the increas-

ing exploitation of its natural re-

sources, taxation should not be re-

duced’ to the vanishing point finally.
The Socialist Version.

John Mclnnis, M.P.P. (Grand Forks),

came into the debate orr behalf of the

Socialist minority. He had heard, he

said, a great deal of talk about the |

prosperity of the province and con-
cludeq that if a person told the same
story often enough he would end by
believing it himself. Capital had cut
down the wage.of the working man,
and so was enabled to show greater
profits, but this did not spell prosper-
ity to the people generally. The Pre-
mier had explained the surplus as due
to abnormal conditions. It was due
to. the alienation of natural resources.
For every dollar that went into the
provincial treasury many assets were
alienated. The government had
small reason to throw bouquets at it-
self when the capitalists of the Unit-
ed States were coming in here and
plundering everything as they had
done in their own country.

“What does this great development
amount to?” asked the  Socialist
member. “Today the province has a
small population and big rewards.
Later there will be a larger popula-
tion and smaller’ rewards. - We should
not be in such feverish haste to alien-
ate our resources.  The race is not
going to die out in this generation,
and there should be something left
for the people who are to come after

The solidarity of the Empire had
been referred to by several speakers,
and was very -gratifying, but a ques-
tion of mueh greater importance was
the growing - solidarity among the
people of the world, who were coming
more and more to realize their duty
to one another as brothers. As for
the movement to nationalize the
Quebec battlefields, which had been
referred to in the Speech from the
Throne, the Socialist party was op-
posed to any such thing. The issues
had been dead for centuries, and
should not be resurrected.

In seconding the address in reply to
the Speech from the Throne, the
gecond member for Victoria had com-
plained of the price of coal in Vic-
toria. . If coal was too high the people
of Victoria should burn wood. The
coal mines of Vancouver Island were
owned by certain  corporations, to
which certain rights had been given.
They were well within these rights
in getting as much as they could for
their product. As for the land laws,
Mr. Mclnnis was in a great measure
in accerd with the Leader .of the
Opposition. If men had the courage
to go to carve out homes for them-
gselves in the unbroken wilderness tne
government should give them 160
acres each without demanding a cent
for payment.

“I note that there was no reference
to labor in the speech,” said the
speaker. “For that reason, we do not
need to look for a provincial election
this summer. If there were to Dbe
elections, there would be ample men-
tion of the dignity of labor, and so
forth.”

My. Meclnnis' closed with a fervent
appeal for an act.for the compensation
of workmen rendered helpless while
engaged-in industries in the province.

H. C. Brewstes, .M.P.P. (Alberni)
tellowed. -He togl exception. to the
suggestion. made By  Mr. Davey (Vic-
toria) that.the tgxes on income and
personal property;$hould be abolished.
The, people . who bore the brunt in the
days of stress were the agriculturalists
and if the province was now ,over-
burdened with wealth these should get
the preference.. He demanded that
gomething be done to remedy the evils
resulting from agricultural lands hav-
ing -been granted under timber leases.
Fle said that all the shore of Quatsino
sound was held under pulp conces-
sions and timber leases.

Wages of Mine-Workers

Mr. Brewster again brought up the
question of the necessity for an act
to secure mine-workers their wages.
He knew of seyeral cases where Am-
erican capitalists had left their work-
men unpaid when, a mine had given
out, the miners not coming under:. the
lien act. He further intimated that he
would ask for an appropriation of $50,-
000 this session for Alberni.

Speaking of the alleged “land grab”
ih the Nechaco and Bulkley valleys,
Mr. Brewster stated that he had seen
letters between one of the surveyors
in the employ of the government, and
a Seattle capitalist, which incrimin-
ated the surveyor. The Seattle man
bad, been informed that there - were
¢7 square miles of black soil in a cer-
tain district, while the government re-
port showed that only five per cent.
5>f the soil was fit for agriculture.

W. R. Ross, M.P.P. (Fernie) was the
next speaker. Hée dealt more particu>
larly with the Fernie fire, telling of
the heroism of the citizens in  re-
building their city, of the prompt ald
rendered by outside cities, the pro-
vince, and the world in general, and
the methods employed in distributing
the relief fund. There were at pres-
ont as many permanent buildings ex-

‘isting as there had been before the

fire, and. 700 homes had been rebuilt,
Concrete and brick were being used
in rebuilding, and within two years
Fernie would be a greater city than
before,

John Jardine, M.P.P. (Esquimalt)
terminated the debate for the day. He
said that hé regretted exceedingly the
action of the premier in refusing gov-
ernment aid towards. the beautification
of the. city of Victoria. He did not
think the government could do any-
thing that would be more pleasing to
the people of Victoria and to the peo-
ple of British Columbia generally than
to take some action in this matter.
He thought that at least the govern-
ment should expend a small sum in
the rehabilitation of the monument to
Sir James Douglas, seeing that the
colonial governor had given the land
to the prowince for these buildings.

Before adjournment Stuart Hender-
son, M.P.P. (Yale) moved that the
ndme of G. R. Naden, M.P.P. (Green-
wood) should be added to the mining
committee, and that of G. W. Munro,
M.P.P. (Chilliwhack) to the commit-
fee on agricultural affairs.

As:' fast as he
gives his decision Secretary Nachtrieb
makes out the first, second and third
prize cards, which are placed so that
spectators may see at a giance the
fowl that have captured the highest
honors.

A Fine Show

During a short break in his work
yesterday morning Mr. Denny took oc-
caslon to assert that he considered the
show one of the finest in every respect
and certainly the best balanced that
he had had an opportunity of seeing
since leaving New York. He wanted
to emphasize the pleasure he feit at
be'ng able to preside at an exhibition
held in such admirable quarters. He
had never judged anywhere where the
tacilities for guaging the fine points
of birds were better and, from the
same standpoint, he thought those who
attended would be able to inspect and
to estimate the quality of the differ-
ent coxhibits without the slightest in-
convenience.

While this
is evident there is another reason why
the management of the club is able
to place before the public such a large
and handsome collection of beautiful
fowl. They have advertised the show
among the neighboring cities to effect,
the result being that no inconsiderable
number of entries have been received
from Nanaimo, Vancouver and Seattle.
The latter, for the most part are birds
that have been shown -in their dif-
ferent home towns successfully. Whe-
ther they will -be able to hold their
own against the best of Victoria re-
mains to be seen. Local fanciers,
however, are confident that they will
be able to carry oif the majority of
the prizes offered. Nevertheless there
is much greater interest in the judg-
ing than heretofore, and there is
scarcely a class that does not pro-
voke the keenest kind of competition.
